Afchbishop of
Ontario Dead

After Long lliness Dies At Sea
On His Way to Eng=
land.

.

London, May 13.—Archbishop Lewis
of Ontario, died on May 4 on board
ithe Atlantic Transport line steamer
Menonee. He had embarked, seriously
ill, as the result of poneumonia, and had
intended to stay in London a short time
and proceed to Egypt. He was accom-
panied by his wife and a trained nurse.
During the night of May 3 he sank rap-
idly. He died at 4 o’clock the next
morning. The body was embalmed and
taken to his residence here.

The Most Rev. John Travers Lewis,
archbishep of Ontario and (until he re-
signed the position a short time ago)
metropolitan .of..Canada, was born at
Garrycloyne Castle, Cork, on Jtne 20,
1825, his father being Rev. John Lewis,
curate of St. Amnne’s, Shandon, After
attending school in 'Cork, he entered
Trinity College, Dublin, gaining the Pri-
mate’s First Hebrew prize. In 1848 he
graduated as senior moderator and gold
medalist in ethics and logie, his univer-
sity course being distinguished both in
mathematical studies and eclassics. He
was ordained deacon in Christ Church
College, Cambridge, in July 1848, and
as priest the following year. His first
curacy was at Newtonbutler, in the
North of Ireland, where he remained a
year, and then decided to come to Can-
ada, where his family had already pro-
‘ceeded. On his arrival 'he was appoint-
ed missionary at West Hawkesbury,
Ont., and in 1854 became rector of St.
Peters, Brockville. On the division of
the diocese of Toronto, Dr; Lewis was
elected unanimously by clergy and laity;
first bishop of Ontario on June 13, 1861.

He was consecrated in St. George'’s
Cathedral, Kingston, by the late Bishop
Fulford, of Montreal, metropolitan of
Canada. Dr. Lewis was only 35 years
of age at the time, the youngest of the
bishops of the Church of England.

In 1892, by the death of the Bishop of
Fredericton, the office of metropolitan
became vacant, and by the vote of the
House of Bishops, assembled at Mon-
treat, on June 25, 1893, Bi i
was elevated to the dign
tan of Canada, ahd v yea
was made hrchbishop s position ha
held till a short time age, when through
health failing, he resigned, and Arch-
bishop Bond of Montreal was elected in
his stead. i

Archbishop Lewis at the time was very
ill in New York, but recovered, it was
thought, sufliciently to ke the trip to
England. As the despatches state, how-
ever, he died at sea.

Archbishop Lewis held a very high
place among the clergy of the.Church of
England, not only in Canada, but in the
Empire. An eminently scholarly man, he
was the author of many published lec-
tures and articles in various religious
publications.

He was the originator and promoter
of the celebrated Lambeth conference of
all the bishops of the Anglican com-
munion, and was also mainly instrumen-
£al in inducing the British Association
to hold its first meeting in Canada, at
Momtreal, in 1884.

In 1885 the Governor-General in
Council presented him with a bronze
copy of the medal struck in commemor-
ation of the federation of Canada, in ac-
knowledgment of his “important ser-
vices in the cause of ' literature and
science.”  He has been honored by de-
grees from' several universities, includ-

Jing Teronto and Lennoxville, in Can-

ada; Trinity College, Dublin, and. Ox-
ford, England.

“The Doctor and his
wife have been separated for some time
and a divorce suit is  pending, Mrs.
Eldredge, on the stand, said her attorney
was in possession of the letters her hus-
band wanted. She also said Dr. Kld-
redge had once attempted to smother
her, and had frequently made- threats
to injure her.

OVERDRAW CHECK.

Autherities Condemn T'ts Use on Horses.

From Montreal Gazette.

Dr. ‘D. McEachran, F. R. C. V. S,
principal of the Veterinary College,
Montreal, in his opening address to the

Society of Comparative Psyehology,
speaking of the horse, said: *“ Never

cause pain or discomfort by the use of

unnecessary restraifts, such as the
bearing rains, particularly what is called
the overdraw check, which is a disgrace
to modern civilization and neither use-
ful nor ornamental in more than one
case in a thousand.”

Amd in a letter he states that he

| favors its abolition, on the ground that

it is not based on any ‘ common-sense
principle,” forcing the animal.to carry
his head in an unnatural position.

Or. Fleming, late «chief veterinary
surgeon of the British army, gives the
following reasons why it should be abol-
ished: 5

“‘ It wearies the head and neck of the

‘horse by the constrained unnatural posi-

tion in which they are fixed. Tt spoils
the appearance of the horse and largely
detracts from his free dnd graceful
movements. ‘The long-continued pres-

| sure on the lower jaw tends to give the

animal a hard mouth, and, therefore,
renders it less obedient to the driver’s
rein. It does not prevent stumbhng,
but on the contrary predisposes the ani-
mal to fall, and with much more sever-
ity than if it were not used.
