Traffic Business to Continue as
Heretofore According to Ofti-
clal Information.

Winnipeg, Dec. 9.—William Whyte,
second vice president of the Canadian
Pacific Railway, was asked last eveniog
by a correspondent for the Colonist,
what truth there was in the statement
that the Great Northern Railway pro-
«posed withdrawing from the Victoria-
Seattle route. Mr Whyte replied: “I
moticed in the daily papers a statement
that the Great Northern is to: abandon
Victoria, and that this company is en-
deavoring to buy off the Alagka steam-
ship Cgmpany’s boat plying between
Seattle/and Victoria. I know nothing
officially of the Great Northern’s inten-
tions, but I might take this opportunity
to state at the request of the Viectoria
people that the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company has established an excel-
lent service between Victoria and Se-
attle and it is the intention of the com-
pany to maintain this first class service.
It is also the intention of the company
to continue its car ferry service between
Victoria and Vancouver in connection
with the Hsquimalt and Nanaimo rail-
way.”

“You may say for me,” Mr. Whyte
concluded, “‘that this company fuily ap-
preciates the large traffic both iu pas-
sengers and in freight to be obrained
irom Vietoria, and in order to give Viec-
foria the accommodation it is entitled to,
the Canadian Pacific Railway ‘Company
has no intention whatever of reducing in
any way the character of its service.

Almost the sole topic of conversa-
tion amongst the business men of Vie-
toria yesterday was in connection with
the announcement made by the Colo-
nist respecting the new trans-
portation plans ‘which are matur-
ing affecting this port. A very large
number of people was at first inclined
to stigmatize the story as so much “hot
air,” but later in the day, as the mat-
ter was more fully debated, it was
felt that there was “something in it.”

A Colonist  reporter interviewed
Mr. B. E. Blackwood, local agent
of the Alaska Steamship pany, and
Captain Troup, manager of the coast
lines of the C. P. R. The former was
very indignant about the statemeat
made by Mr. Paterson. He said that,
as far as he knew, there was not the
slightest grounds for believing that
any scheme was on foot for the ab-
sorption by the C. P. R. of the Vie-
toria business of the Alaska Steamship
Company. He said all the information
in his possession lead him to believe
that the ‘“scare” was absolutely un-
justified. Mr. Blackwood regretted very
much that so much prominence ~had
been given to Mr. Paterson’s state-
ment, as it was calculated to do his
company harm in connection with the
operation of its Victoria business.

Washington, Dec. 9.—In Secretary
Hay’s estimates for the diplomatic and
consular service, it is recommended that
the salary of the minister to Argen-

Is Captured by the
Police,

Brutally Murdered a Klootc® man
to Obtala One Hundred
Dollars.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

News ' reached the city yesterday
by‘ prospectors returning from the
neighborhood of Bute inlet, that
Kll-na-meet-hawya, the Nawitti In-
dian  who killed an Indian woman
there some time ago, had been captured
by or given himself up to the police,
alox_:g ‘with his accomplice in the murder,
a siwash said to pass under the name of
“Siwash Jack.” Kil-na-meet has been
taken to Alert bay, and since his falling
into the hands 5f the police has admitted
that the murder of the klootchman was
only one of four murders which he has
committed at different times in the
neighborhood of Nawitti. Nawitti is git-
uated on one of the islands of the Gor-
don group, uear the morth end of Van-
couver island.

The story of the murder of the
klootchn_mn, as told by Kil-na-meet’s
accomplice, is that the murderer noticed
the woman from the camp, and Kil-na-
meet struck her down with a blow from
an axe, and then cut her throat from
ear to ear with a hunting knife, He
then coolly rifled the clothing of the
dead woman and found $100, which he
aporopriated and then decamped.

K;l-na-meet has always had a bad rep-
utation and has outraged the whole
camp with his wild doings. He was liv-
ing with his brother’s wife when the
police took him.

Army Before Port Arthur (via Fusan)
Dec. 9.—I'wo Russian officers captured
at 203 Metre hill, one belonging to the
navy and the other to the army, are
being treated with the ﬂgreatest court-
esy by the Japanese staff, in considera-
tion' of the similar treatment accorded
to Japanese officers captured- by ' the
Russians. Special arrungements have
been made to transport them to Japan,
Russian prisoners report that the food
supply of the garrison is insufficient.

I To Hand
Struggles

Graphic: Account of the Recent
Attacks on Forts at Purt
Arthur,

Beslegers Mowed Down in Lines
and Parapets a Perfect
Shamble.

Japanese Entrench Inside the
Enemy’s Lines In Spite of
Hall of Bullets.

Headquarters of the Japanese third
army, before Port Arthur, Nov. 28, via
Tientsin, Dec. 9.—(Probably held at
headquarters for censorship.) ¢

The general assault on Port Arthur,

which began at noon November 26th, is
still in progress. First an attempt was
made to’capture the forts at Rihlung
and Kleekwan meuntains py enveloping
the city from the east.’ A ‘strong force
was then pushed up and attacked the
supporting fort in the rear of wesf Rih-
lung mountain,
- The attempt failed after furious fight-
ing, which lasted from noon of Novem-
ber 26th until after dawn of the fol-
lowing day without cessation. The as-
sault began in the early morning with
a tremendous bombardment of the forts
‘'on the western half of the eastern for-
tified ridge by a battery on the crest
of a ridge. For hours the whole west-
ern half of the fortified ridge was de-
luged with heayy shells. At noon the
principal line of fortifications was a
perfect hell of bursting shells and the
snectacle was more wonderful than any-
thing previously seen.

The front lines of infantry strongly re-
inforced attacked simultaneously along
the entire line from Rast Kleekwan
mountain to West Rihlung mountain.
Through the haze caused by the
of the bursting shells the assaulters
could be seen emerging from the cover
of the parallels as well as swarming up
the fortified ridges at half dozen differ-
ent places.

Guns blazed from the Russian posts
where advances were made in the open.
The men went down by hundreds. The
forts were belching smoke and bursting
shelis, and the ramparts were black
with assaulters, who on reaching the
crests met with an awful fire from with-
in the forts, which swept down line
after line of Japanese. As fast as the
assaulters were repulsed more Japanese
swarmed up, only to be mowed down in
turn. The Russians resisted stubborn-
ly. On the eastern ext’remi(g'; the Japa-
nese attempted to capture e Russian
trenches midway of the Fast Kleekwan
slope. The Japanese paralleled some thir-
ty-five yards of the Russian trench line
and an eitre regiment charged acrose,
the men falling by hundreds. Others
came on over the bodies of the slain and
by sheer weight of numbers they reached
the trenches, ecapturing them at the
point of the bayonet. The Russian
shrapnel fire made the captured poriion
of the trenches a perfect hell; whilé the
Japanese shrapnel fire assisted the cap-
tors . to push east and west along the
trench line. The assaulters held eighty
yards ‘of the trench in front of the par-
allels, but failed to rush the trench line
east and west, owing to impassabie
burning pits and tNe first of the Russian
machine guns. The Japanese built tray-
erse walls across the trenches and tried
to cross the hills, but failed. At six
p. m. the Japanese were driven back to
the parallels with great loss.

At nine o’clock the Japanese again
captured the trench and made desperate
but -unsuccessful efforts to eross the
pits. The struggle continued until 2 a.
m., when the Russian again recaptured
the trench, which was piled with dead
bodies. For over thirty yards between
the trenches there was .a veritable
shambles. The last fighting was over
the slain. The first attempt to rush the
North Kleekwan fort was made from
the Chinese wall in the rear of the fort.

The Russians sent considerable force
into a gorge to the east and to the
rear of ‘the fort, During the four or
five furious assaults which the Japa-
nese made upon the fort some of Lhe
garrison attempted to evacuate the fort
over the rear ramparts, bhut they were
fired upon by the Russian forées in
the gorge ana prevented from retreat-
ing. The tamparts were black with
bodies. The Japanese second . assault
gained a foothold in the interior, where
the defences were bomb-proot © wita
raised lines of protected trenches in th
 rear of the fort, and where the ma-
chine guns swept the front and swalls.
The assaulters attacked this bomb-
proof maze, where the fighting was
hand-to-hand with bayonets and gren-
ades. The Japanese lost six guns ou an
entrenched hill called P fort, immedi-
ately to the west, in an endeavor to
silence the fire of the Maxim guns, but
failed. At 3 a. m. the Japanese estab-
lished a trench line within the ramparts
which were held. The first section of
the maze of bomb-proofs were smashed
and ‘piled with the bodies of the dead.
An altempt to rush the interior of the
fort failed, but portions of the fort
were temporarily occupied, The de-
fenders were annihilated. :

Meanwhile a strong force of Japa-
nese attempted to pierce that line of
works east of the fort, but failed.
- Another attempt was made to pierce
the principal line of fortifications sur-
rounding the rear of the eastern part
of the %ﬂntumg mountain, where, after
four furious attempts, a small body
of Japanese got through the wall and
established themselves on the lower
slowe. 3

The Russians rushed the -supports
-with machine ns from the upper
slopes of the Wainti hill, and the small
party of Japanese was practically anni-
hilated. The most desperate fighting
took place here. The last effort of the
assau{)ters was made at midnight, as-
sisted by - artillery. The Russians
fought courageously, engaging the Ja-
panese with bayonets and grenades at
close quarters. The Japanese estab-
lished a trench:line five yards in’front
of the fortifications, which they pow
occupy. ‘The forces threw dynamite
grenades at each other. In the first as-
sault against the forts, on the eastern
part of Rihlung mountain, the Japa-
nese failed to gain a foothold. though
their artillery made the interior of the
forts a seething cauldron of bursting
shells, .

The
iwalls were black with assaulters, who
were deluged with shells from the fort
on" Antse mountain and from a fort in
the rear. -

of Sungshn (Rihlnug) mountain. a short
distance outside the western confincs of
Port Arthur. intendinz to envelop tha

tain forts. This foree engaged the Rus-
sians unon the fort hill slopes in a hand-
to-hand encounter, which lasted for two
hours.,  The = Japanese assaulting east
‘and west Rihlune forts - attempted  to
rish the interior of the forts, establish-
ing trench lines inside the ramparts. The

forts. It has upper and lower levels.
The lower levels were the scene of the
most awful struggle, which lasted from
10_o’clock until midnight.

Under cover of dapkness, the Japa-
nese poured over the ramparts- and
furiously attacked the first section of
the bomb-proofs; the defenders receiv-
ed them with bayonets and dynamite
grenades, while ‘machine guns on the
upper levels poured forth a deadly hail.
The struggle was absolutely hand-to-
hand. "The defenders of the greatest
part of the bomb-proofs on the lower
levels of the fort were gnnihilated and
the sections and cross-sections of rue
bomb-proofs were piled with corpses.

The Japanese gained practically the
whole of the lower section of the fort,
but were mowed down by the machine
guns and rifles when they attempted to
assault the higher levels. For an thouar
before midnight the Japanese artillery
shelled the higher levels, while the Rus-
sian guns shelled the lower levels, A
similar struggle progressed in the west
Rihlung forts. - At 11 o’clock the Japa-
nese tried to push a force up the gorge
between the east Rihlung fort and
Hachimakijim ‘to assist the assaulters
against the supgorting fort of the Sung~
shu mountain, but again and again this
force was repulsed by the Russiane be-
hind the works and by the guns on
the ri behind the forts.

At midnight the column attacking the
supporting forts of Sungshu wmountain
was: compelled . to retire, having lost
half the force. The struggle in the
two forts was continued until dawas,
when - the assaulters retired to the
trenches established inside the parapet
walls, which they now occupy.

The fighting of the afternoon and
night was the most desperate -and
sanguinary since the siege began. ‘The
opposing forces were so close together
that only the fort walls or a few yards
of level ground separated them.  The
struggle, from start to finish, was at
close quarters, with bayonets and
grenades and rifles used as clubs. The
ferocity of the attacking Japanese was
equalled by the - defending R .-
who died at their posts everywhere,
fighting till they drew their last breath.
At daylight on November. 27th quiet
reigned and the silence duriug the day
was broken onlv by occasional cannon
and desultory rifle fire at points along
the fortified ridee, where the forces
were sufficiently far apart to use their
rifles, ;

appointment. The first attémpt on
Yon Plehve’s life was frustrated by the
accidental explosion of April 13, at
the Hotel Du Nord, by which Pokati
loff was blown up with a bomb simi
te the one that killed Von Plehve.
The indictment reveals in this con-
nection a secandal in high life, a room
adjoining the one in the Hotel du Nord
occupied by Pokatiloff, having been oc-
cupied by a naval cadet and a lady of
noble birth, who, however, escaped
death by ‘being at supper at the time,
The execution of Von Plehve’s death
sentence, the indictment says, was
then undertaken by Sasoneff, aged 25,
formerly a student at the Moscow" Uni.
versity and the son of a merchant at
Birsk, and Sacmel Levi Sikorifsky,
aged 20, a leather worker of Knishin,
in the province of Grodno. The move.
ments of both men showed a murder
was planned for :‘Minister Von Plehve's
weekly jourmey on Thursday to the
railroad station on the way to Peter-
hoff to report to the Emperor. Sikorif-
sky had previously made two trips to
St. Petersburg. On Wednesday, July
27th, the day betore the murder, Le
went to Ostroff, having disguised him-
self with a cloak of the naval pattern,
where he left a handbag containing his
linen and fifteen revolver cartridges.
+he morning of the murder, Saso-
neff and Sikorifsky met on a bridge
over the canal near the Warsaw station,
each being armed with an infernal ma.
chine, the ingenuity of which is min-
utely described. Hueclosed in tin was
explosive magnesial dynamite. The de-
tonating apparatus consisted of glass
tubes filled with sulpharic acid, the
glass tubes being attached to lead
evveights so arranged that the tubes
would break whichever way the bomb
fell. Outside the acid tubes were larger
tubes filled with chlorate of potash and
sugar, which would detonate the dyna-
mite..« Tubes constructed on exactly the
samne principle were found in Pokati-
lofl’s baggage.
The indictmedt then describes in de~
tail the murder of Von Plehve and h's
coachman, Killipoff, and also gives the
official uccount of the 'wounds inflicted
upon thé minister. Sasoneff was knock-
ed over by the explosion, losing con-
&ciousness, but recovered later. Saso-
neff was not recognized as the murderer
until he regained .cousciousness and
shouted “Long live the fighting organi-
zation.” “Down with autocracy.”
Sikorifsky, having ascertained that
Von Plehve was dead, proceeded to
Osteroff, where he took a boat, telling
the boatman to row out near the Bal-
tic works, where the battleship Slava
was anchored. He threw his bomb into
the river and the boatman thought he
was attempting to blow up the Slava.
slthough the boatman was offered ten
roubles, he put in shore and insisted
upon handing over Sikorifsy to the po-
i ice, 'This incident gave rise to the
report that an attempt had been male
to destroy the Slava, which the Asso-
ciated Press denied at the time. The
whole narrative, in fact, confirms the
Associated Press statement regarding
the affair. The bomb was subsequent-
ly fished up. \The indictment says that
Sasoneff and Sikorifsky, after a long
refusal, confessed, the former to the
n;.urder and the latter as an ggcom-
»lice,

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An Interesting Debate on Project | 5|
at Vancouver Board of by
Trade Meeting.
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8uggested That Delegate Should

Be Sent From B. C. to the
Republic.

At a meeting of the Vancouver Board
of Trade held on Tuesday evening the
following interesting debate occurred re-
specting the inmauguration of the pro-
posed steamship line with Mexico:

i Mr. Harvey, agent of Messrs. An-
drew Weir & 'Company, said that the
steamers to be put on the route would
Abe of 5000 tons, electric lighted, with
a speed above that required by the gov-
ernment. The service would be monthly.
He had been somewhat disappointed in
finding tnat compartively no trade ex-
isted. He had expected that some was
carried on, the developments of which
could be proceeded with. Mr. Harvey
suggested that an accredited represen-
tative be sent to Mexico in the interests
of the industries of British Columbia.
He was going down himself early in the
Year, when the representative might ac-
company him. Mr. Harvey quoted fig-
ures of trade done by Canada and the
United States with Mexico, to show
that in 1903 Canada did trade to the
amcunt of $262,000, while the United
States did $83,000,000, exports and im-
ports combined, being about half and
half of each,

Mr. Moody said he had had business
connections with the western coast of
[Mexico for tne last tweniy years. Only
two short lines now extended across
Mexico, but a road was being construct-
ed south from Kansas City by Mr.
Scilwell, which would onen up one of
the richest mineial districts in the
‘world. In this district there would be
‘an enormous demand for coal and coke,
principally, and lumber. When other
lines were completed, this demand
would be increased, and Mr. Moody did
not see why British Columbia could not
supply this article. The coal at pres-
ent! is imported from West Virginia,
and he felt quite sure a good business
could be worked up if favorable rates
‘could be secured The lumber in this
province was the finest in the world,
and the opportunities excellent. It was
for these reasons that he and his as-

sociates had come here from Texas to
engage in the business.

The chairman remarked that Mr.
