toria, which was done in the province.

1uary 3 the new steamer developed a speed
of13% knots on her loaded trial, this be-
ing in excess of the contract requirement.

The steamer, which has been _nnmed
after the historic early mame of this city,
known when the Hudson’s Bay Company
had its fort on the corner of Bastion and
Government streets, as Fort Camosun, is
ntted out in a most complete manner to
carry one hundred first-class and a large
pumber of second-class passengers. The
cabins for passengers are nicely finished
and well furnished apartments, replete
with all modern conveniences for the com-
fort of pass3ngers.

The saloons are commodious and effec-:

tively furnished. The dining saloon,
framing and panels are of mahogany pol-
isted in the natural color. The smoking
room is in teak, similarly treated, while
the saloon, or sitting room, is finished in
mahogany, with ename:led white panels.
The upholstery wok 1s of a complete and
{asteful character, hscmonizing well with
the cabinet work and furniture. The
steamer is heated throughout by steam,
and has a complete installation of electric
light, including gearzhliznt and signal
lights; electric fans are also fitted, special
attention having been given to the vem-
tilating and lighting of all apartments.

mine fields, and to substitute a torpedo
and submarine defence, aided by the
existing searchlights, which will con-
tinue to be worked by the Sappers.

A few days ago the army council of-
ficially notified the railitary districts of
this change in coast defence, which
they state is due to the new require-
ments of Imperial defence, and the
council speak in excellent terms of the
satisfactory and efficient manner in
which submarine mining duties have
been carried out. This is, so far, the
present position of matters as it affects
the Royal Engineers.

The reduction of the submarine min-
ing branch of the corps of Royal Engi-
neers will involve thirteen regular and
ten militia companies. The - foreign
service units are stationed at Bermuda,
Malta, Halifax, N. S.,  Hongkong and
Esquimalt. At home, the regular com-
panies are employed at Gosport, Felix-
stowe, Isle of Wight, Plymouth, Cork,
Gravesend, Pembroke Dock and Sheer-
ness. The militia units comprise the
Falmouth, Harwich, Humber Medway,
Milford - Haven, - Needles, Plymouth,
Portsmouth, Thames and Western Di-
visions. The transfer of the mine fields
to the admiralty charge will be a gen-
eral saving, and on the army estimates
a reduction of £100,000 per annum will
result.

The Royal Engineers will retain the
submarine mining service for the pres-
ent at such stations as Weymouth,
Cardiff, Hull, Leith, Liverpool, Glas-
gow, etc. These are classified as “mer-
cantile ports,” and will continue to be
defended by sections of the coast bat-
talion, R. E. The question of retain-

Mukden, March 7.—The outlines of
Field Marshal Oyama’s strategy have
been well defined since March 1. While
maintaining a series of energetic at-
tacks on the eastern front and demon-
strations on the centre, the Japanese
made their principal stroke westward,
the chief effort being to break through
the triangle of Ulinpu, Madypau and
Erthatitzu, thus severing the eastern
army and the frontal force from Muk-
den, and threateming a further advance
to the northwest to deprive the Rus-
sians of the road by which to retreat to
Tie pass. Against this plan Gen. Ku-
ropatkin decided to accept battle, both
on the front and west of Mukden and
ordered an attack.

Beginning at dawn March 1, there
was a terrific artillery fire and rain of
missiles from -ten batteries on the
ground between Nuigantun and Ulinpu.
Major-Gen. Tserpitsky’s  battalions
fought fiercely to save Mukden. The
