JFITZGERALD WINS THE WALK \AND
BEATS THE RECORD.

G
Rowell Eight Miles Behind — Panchot,
Noremae, Herty, Vint and Elson Fin-
ish in the Order Named.
. New York, May 4.— The go-as-you-
please race just ended in Madison square
garden was the most remarkable that has
yet occurred. At the time George Hazacl
made hir great record of 600 miles in six
leaving his nearest competitor Fitzgerald
eighteen miles behind, the New York Sun
published an analytical article on human
‘endumee. and emded with the statement
that#it was ulmost impossible that the
600-mile pogt could ever be passed. The

“\ Trace just ended was stubbornly contested

by *he two leaders. It was a race for blood
Trom the very first between Fitzgerald and
Rowell, and both men paseed their best
previous records for six days early Satur-
day afternoon, and had ten' hours before
them in which to reach beyond Hazael’s
record. Rowell v as too near Fitzgerald to
allow any lingering, and it was known
early in the race that either one man would
be compelled to give way and retire,or the
record must be beaten.

Fitzgerald was fourteen miles behind
Rowell Wednesday morning, when ‘he
started t6 run him down. He gained but
four, miles Wednesday, but showed his
great endurance Thursddy— the day
usually most feared in a six day match—
by running eighteen miles further and
closing the day eight miles in Rowell’s
lead. Friday both men worked heroic-
ally, but their efforts on the previous day
told on them, and no particular change
was made, Saturday Rowell began an at-
tempt to run Fitzgerald down, and Fitz-
gerald worked grimly to keep at the front.

There were some other remarkable pedes-
trians in the race and other good showings
made. There wasa terrific struggle for
third place between; Noremac, Herty, Pan-
chot and Vint, which led to some great
tan-bark striding by these four—Panchot
and Noremac doing great work Friday.
The end was hardly what the betting men
could have anticipated. Noremac, who
was a strong tavorite for first place before
the match, little Vint, who had the third
best recard of any walker in the world—
578 miles—and was expected to toddle to
the front among the world’s pedestrians,
and Herty, who has been considered a
coming man, all went down before old
Pauchot, the Buffalo postman, who has not
been showing up very well in his matches
for the last few years. Elson made a stub-
born fight to cover his 525 miles and secure
his portion of the gate money, walking
hard the last day. The following score, by

and Rowell, Fitzgerald looked thoroughly
tired. Rowell looked fresher and con-
tinued ‘to improve his gait. Fitzgerald

braced up in the early afternoon and for a

couple of hours maintained, his lead. He

fell off again, however, about 4 p.m. and
acted very groggy. After this Fitzgerald
and Rowell had frequent spurts and often
passed one another. The ex-alderman had
to take frequent rests during these spurts,
and it looked as though he was running
short of breath. Rowell stuck to the

_track without intermission during the

afternoon.

At 4.35 the tired Elson stopped at the
scorer’s stand for a couple of minutes reet-
ing. Little Vint came along and encour-
aged him to start again. Panchot and
Herty frequently went off the track for
rests. The latter held to the track, not-
withstanding he was suffering pains that
would discourage any but an extremely
plucky man, Many thought that he would
withdraw after making 525 miles, but he
was determined to stay to the end. Nore-
mac went under his roof for a long stay
in the afternoon. His right leg had not
held out so well as his friends had hoped.
Little Vint walked laboriously around the
track during the afternoon. His right leg
also troubled him.

At 5 p.m. there were between 5000 and
6000 Eeople in the gard:n. Fitzgerald
made his 6J0th mile at 5 hours, 20 minutes
and 10 seconds ; and it was greeted with
the greatest enthusiasw. Cheer after
cheer rent the air. Caps and hats were
flung in the air, and handkerchiefs were
waved by many people. Fitzgerald was
then four miles and three laps ahcad of
Rowell. He took the uproar very coolly.
He finished his 601st mile before retiring.
He had only been out of sight six minutes
when Rowell pushed eut on the track.

. Fitzgerald heard of this and jumped up and
¢ immediately went after the Knglishman.
4This caused another outburst ot cheers.

* When Hazael made his previous record of

600 miles in six days he completed his task

about 9.30 o’clock in the evening. Fitz-

gerald beat the record for that distance by
over four hours. Noremac was adding
miles to his score during the afternoom. 1t
was said that during the early hours of the
morning  Fitzgerald had accused his
bicker, Tom Davis, poisoning
him. DPavis and Smith, his trainer,

.paid but little attention to this,

nowing it came from a painfully excited
man. During the evening Fitzgerald was
presented with asilver goblet lined with
gold. He carried this to Rowell, but he
paid little attention to the gift. Rowell
completed his 600th mile at 6.53, beating

Also that
Daly and Egan often traveled together
with Daly’s brother Edmund; Egan knew
Daly as Macdonald during his early career.

The despatch to Baldwin & Co. is as fol-
lows: ‘““The steamer Devon, which left'
New York, April 18, for Bristol, picked
up, on"April 27, two life-boatsof the State
of Florida, without occupants or gear. A
sailing vessel bound west signalled the.
steamer City of Rome, on  April 23, in lat.
46, long. 42, that she had the shipwrecked
crew of a State line steamer on .

The City of Rome arrived at Liverpool
on April 27 from New York.

Loxpow, May 3.—The City of Rome
makes the following statements in regard
to the signals of the sailing vessel which
she spoke April 23. The first signal was
“shipwrecked crew.” Then followed two
other signals, the first of which was sup-
})osed to be ¢ State’ and is presumed to re-

er to the State of Florida.

The captain of the Devon reports that
she picked up two lifeboats of the State of
Florida on Sunday evening, in latitude
47.25, longitude 34.10. He says he feels
certain the occupants were taken off by a
passing vessel.

The owners are of the opinion that the
State of Florida struck an iceberg, as the
captain of the State of Pennsylvania re-
ports ice in the region in which she is sup-
posed to have been in at the time of th
disaster. : '.'

The dynamite theory is not received
with any favor whatever. The inventory
shows the cargo to have been shipped by
two well known firms, and &ll small
packages on board have been ac-
counted for, The detectives reportea
awaiting.the arrival of the State of Florida
were seeking to arrest a Toronto thief,
supposed to be on the vessel. The next
news concerning the fate of the missing
vessel is awaited from America, whereit is
supposed those rescued will be landed.
The captain of the City of Rome explains
that when the-ship displayed signals there
was little or no winds. The flags showed
badly and were difficult to read. The
City of Rome passed the ship; rapidly
without replying to the signals.

Guascow, May 3.—The manager of the
State line belicves that there was an acci-
dental explosion of dynamite on board the
State of Florida. It isbelieved that dyna-
miters were among the passengers on the
vessel.

The State of Florida was a wcrew steam-
ship, bark- rigged, and was 371 feet 7
inches in length, 38 feet 6 inches in breadth
of beam and 28 feet 9 inches in depth
of hold. Her net tonnage was 2014
tons, but her carrying capacity was 3138
tons. She had three decks and five
bulkheads, and was built at Glasgow, Scot-
land, in May, 1875, of iron. She was last
surveyed in this port in November, 1883,
and was then considered thoroughly sea-
worthy. She belonged to the State Line
steamship company, who also own the
State of Alabama, State of Georgia, State
of Indiana, State of Nebraska, State of
Nevada, and State of Pennsylvania. = This
vessel as well as most of those belonging to
the line was used mainly for carrying
freight, and did not, like many of the other
European steamships, seek passengers.

Great Damage Done in Various Parts of
Pennsylvania, :

The forest fires in the section of *
porium swept over at least 50,000 acres,
destroying as far as ascertained, four large
mills and some thirty other: buildings, be-
sides an immense number of lumber logs.

The fire which destroyed the town of
Brisbin is.supposed to have originated half
a mile west -of Hoover, Hughes & Co.’s
mill, where some: Hungerians set fire to
the brush to clear a place of ground for
cultivation. The wind carried the flames
to the sawmills, and they were quickly
swept away. The progress of the fire was
then very rapid through the town, and the
inhabitants were compeiled to fly in eve
direction, and in many cases without suf-
ficient clothing. The number of families
homeless and ﬁestitute is about 1000, most
of whom are suffering for the necessaries of
life. Supplies are coming in slowly and
the demand is gréat. Provisions, clothing
or money will glm(i)? accepted 3 the
relief committee. Goods for the sufferers
will be transpo free of charge by the
Pennsylvania railroad,
