'We have searched in many quarters to flnd
the exciting cause of all the powder and
smoke that has characterized the doings- of
the promoters.

Leslie, Hewitt and the othef supporters of
the schemo been so assiduous and aggressive
in  their endeavors to smeak through the
council this water and power privilege from*
tue city! The dogged tenacity with which
shese alderman have supported the project,
thie ‘extrsordinary reception that such an
apparently wildcat scheme met with at the
hands of the aldermen; the life-and-death
tactics of the outside promoters, these things
bave convinced us that there was a nigger
in the fence, which the public would be
anxious to see. The promoters of -the pro-
jeeot are cunning men, but not quite cun-

' ning enough to secury their ends. They are
sharp and tricky, but neither sharp nor
tricky snough to hoodwink the ‘people of
Torouto. * :

“One thing we all know, that the promoters
have no intention in the world of building &

canal and never bad. They had no intention |

of supplying the city with water, although
they would very much like to have in their
poisession a charter for that purpose. There

- is no saying what the future may bhave in
store, and a water franchlse might some day
be & valuable asset in the hands of schemers.
At any rate such a franchise would not be
rejected if itcould be bad for mothing. But
it is neither water frauchise nor canal that
the schemers have their beart set upon.

They are trying to sneak through -this

- moribund eouncil a frauchise under which
‘ they can ?pnly Toronto with the ‘electrical
power that is goiog w0 be generated in a
' wonth of two at Niagara Falls The
schemers are trying to get a document
authorizing them to collect toll on the elec-
tric power that we trust before long will
wuol in the city of ‘foronto,
light ail our strests and do all our ‘work.
The franchise that they are after is worth
many thousands of dollars, There is no
doubt now thas electricity can - be  economi-
cally distributed from 300 to 500 miles,
especially from a centre like Niagara Falls
where the power is practically unlimited.
The capitalists who bave built the electric
* works at the Falls rely for their profits upon
supplying dozens of other cities with elec-
tric power. According to Prof. Forbes
there will not be more than 7 per cent of &
loss in transmitting the power to Buffalo,over
twenty miles distant. This isaresult that was
undreamt of a tew years ago. With such a
small percentage of loss at Buffalo it is quite
“evident the power can be economically de-
livered to Toronto.

A franchise to handle this power is the very
thing the promotersthave in view, and it is
the very thing they will not get without
acquiring itin public competition, About

* the only dafinite figures of any kind that the
promoters bave vouchsafed relate to the
price at which they will sell power. Their
figures tally éxactly with the figures esti-
mated by the Niagara Falls Power Company.

‘They expect to deliver it wholesale at $12
per horse power per year or $25 retail. One
vent per horse power per hour is about $30
 year, or slightly in excess of what they ex~
pect to buy it at in Buffalo. . One cent per
mour is the price the promoters propuse to
eharge.

Here, then, we have the exciting cause of
the Hurontario Canal movefnent. The fran-
ehise, if obtained, would be no visionary
asset.. The minute after the promoters re-
ceived their document they would have an;
exceedingly valuable franchise in their pos-
sessjon.

All of which accounts for the bulldog
tenacity of the . promoters and their alder-
manie henchmen. They knew they would
never get what they seek by asking for it
directly. If the city of Toronto is going to
benefit by the Niagara Falls power it must
keep the fleld as clear as possible. When the
proper time comes We can @ither get an
adequate consideration from the existing
electric companies or sell a franchise to a
new company at a big figure.

The FPublic Heslth,

Of all the human organs the lung is the
most susceptible to disease. ‘We have before
s the vital statistics of the city of Philadel-
phia for the week ending Dec. 9. The
statistics of any other city would tell . the
same story as Philadelphia. Out of a total
of 452 deuths in the week, fifty are attributed
to consumption of the lungs. But this is less
than one-half of the victims of lung trouble,

. ¥ifty-eight others of the 452 deaths are at
tributed to inflammation of the lungs. Lung
troubles then, were responsible for twenty-
four per cent. of the deaths in Philadelphia
duripg the week in question; and the form
of it known as consumption carried off eleven
per cent, of the people. Now hereis a con-
dition of affairs that demands more public
consideration than is being given to the sub-
jeot. There exists among medical men &
profound conviction, amounting almost to a
certainty, that consumption is contagious,
The disease is carried from one person to
another, and from the animal world fto
mankind. It is about time the people’s
legislative representatives made soms move
to losate and subdue this terrible scourge.
The public attention is centered on
s hnndred things of much less im-
portance than that of the public
bealth, What a racket the politicians and
the press raise over the eternal tariff ques-
tion: or about the seals of Alaska, or the
P.P.A.’s or J.M.Q.'s or some other issue upon
which for the'time being the destiny of the
nation sesms to hang! At most these ques-
tions involve a few dollars extra taxation, or
a dispute about appointments to office or
some material advantage that pales 1nto in-
pigoificance when rationally compared with
the public health. Nine-tenths of the people
of tlis country have no other capital than
their bodily strength and health. Letsick-
ness strike the workingman and where is he?
And where is his family? His health is his
whole capital, The publie health ought to
be a matter of the greatest concern with the
Government. No other department of hu-
man affairs ought to receive more attention
than it. Yetdt is an admitted fact that
there are bardly any oublic matters that re-
ceive less eonsideration. Look at the amount
of money that is annually spent in Toronto
in education, in teaching boys and girls
s lot of stuff thas is of no earthly
use to them in the battle of life. And
compare with it the insignificant amount
of public money that goes to equip the rising
goneration with strong and healthy bodies.
A modern school education is not essential
to success in life, but 1o map can get along
without heaith and strength.

approve of any government or municipality
that would undertake some kind of legislation
to mitigate the scourge, In this connection
the prevalence of tuberculosis among oattle
becomes an important matter. For it is

the spread of consumption from the animal
world to mankind is the milk of the cow. It
it is true that consumption is disseminated
in this way, it certainly beboves the Gov-
ernment to deviss means for properly in-
specting dairy cattle. .

The price of linseed oil is 8 fickle quantity
these days, Somse three or four weeks ago
the Oxtario Association lowered the price a
cent and a balf per galicn. Now an advance
by that much is announced. When the de-
cline wus made it was to meet United States
competition; jobbers across the line, on ac-
count of the deworalized condition of prices
there obtaining, together with the stagna-
tion in trade, being actively engaged in
pushing their product in the— Caunadian
border towns, Now, the association
among * the jobbers and manufacturers
in the United States is being galvanized into
new life, and largely owing to this, it is be-
lieved, the price of lnseed oil in the United
States has been going up at leaps and bounds,
the advances during the past two or three
weeks having . aggregated no less than eight
cents per wine gallon. It is in sympathy
with these advances that the price in Ontario
has been put up lig cents per Imperial
gallon, Jobbers claim that American lin-
toed oil laid down in Toronto would now
cost about 66c. Trade in linseed oil is at the
moment dull, and what little is moving is in
the boiled article, raw, which is used for out-
side purposes, not being of course wanted at
this season.

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THE GRAND TRUNK BARRED OUT.

After January 1 It cannot Issue Any
Uoupon Tickets Out of New
York Oity.

/New York, Dec. 16.—The Herald “£:
The Trunk Line Association has decided
that the Grand Trunk railroad shall no®
longer issue coupon tickets out of New
York city reading over the trunk line rail-
roads, and after Janusry 1 it will not be
allowed to keep & file at its office in this
city of the tickets of the several railroads
over which it does business out of New
York. : {

This is a radical step, and it may cause a
ruptuse in the 1runk Line Association, There
bas béen a great deal of trouble already on
account of the Grand Trunk’s methods of
doing business out of New York eity in con~
nection with the Erie, Lehigh Valley, Dela-
ware, Lackawanna and Western and New
York, Ontario and Western, '

The Grand Trunk for a long time has en-
joyed the privilege of issuing coupon tickets
out of New York via the rallroads in ques-
tion, "It was a good thing for the eastern
connections, since it gave them a great deal
of business, and it saved trouble in the pur-
chase and bandling of tickéts.

AV the same time the Grand Trunk made
deal with the Lonhigh Valley whersby the
latter got the Marges: portion of its passenger
traffic out of New York, and this_naturally
did not please the people of the Vanderbilty
railroads, The way the displeasure mapi-
festod itself was that the Nickel Plate
threatened to open a New York office and
issue coupon tickets over the initial rail-
roads, just as the Grand Trank is now doing,
if the privileges oujojod by the Grand
Trunk wera not revoked by the companies
doing business with that railroad:
This, of course, was a bitter pill, but since
the Trunk Line Association is coutrolled by
two railroads the unpleasant duty had to be
mtormod. The Grand L'runk bas not yet

n formally notified.

will Get the Business,

The Wabash, too, will forfeit the privilege
of issuing or selling trunk line tickets, Both
the Grand Tronk and Wabash, after Jan. 1,
will bave to send out and buy tickets just as
the Missouri Pacific, Alton or sny other
western railroad bas to do when the eastern
agent books & passenger for a place on his
own road.

This, of conrse, will greatly injure the
traffle not only of the Grand Trunk, but
also of the several railrosds with which it
bas relations on business out of New York.
The abolishment of the Grand Trunk's
coupon system will have the effect aimed at
by the, big railroads that have been the
means of bringing about the change, It will
be possible to te cut rates with greater
certainty. In fact it comes pretty near the
truth to say shat the prohibition of reduced
rates and the pn‘ymonz of commissions,
which are readily hid under a coupon ticket,
was one of the chief objects in demanding
the change. :
