Farmers Win Against Bank,

Judge McHugh has handed down his de-
cision in the important action brought by
the Tradere Bagk against a farmer named
White. The suit was dismissed with costs.

The action was brought by the bank as a
Seat case to collect a note for $200 given by
the defendent. He and a number of farm-
ers took stock in vhe old Consumers’ To-
bacco Company aud gave their notes in
payment. The company was to buy thoir
tobacco at a certain stipulated price, Jhis
heing provided tor in agreements, but the
company was amalgamated with the Me-
Alpine Tobacco Company in Toronto and
after the McAlpines acquired full control
they repudiated the agreements with the
farmers,

The notes had been discounted by the
Traders’ Bank, but the farmers kicked
about settling after the company did not
purchase the~tobacco, according to the
agresments. Some of the farmers paid up
rather then defend a law action, but White
sigmfied his willingness to dispute the
claim. About 80 tarmers who were also in
the position of White, contributed to pay
his legal expenses and protest payment.
The decision is a victory for the defendant,
who declares he will detend the case in the
hiﬁhe“ court in the country if an appeal is
taken.

How Tunnel Will Be Built.

The Sarnia-Port Huron tunnel was a
most remarkable engineering feat but it
was built in the usual way by boring
through the soil underneath the river.
The tunnel that isto connect Windsor
and Detroit at an expense of some ten
million- dollars, is an entirely different
proposition. Immense tubes are being
made at the St. Clair steel works on the
river and these are to be made in sections
each of which will be temporarily sealed
at the ends and slid into the water and
floated down to the proper position ; and
then will be sunk in a trench scooped out
at the bottom of the Detroit river. The
tunnel will be a double tube, so as to be
a two track road, and after it is sunk in
posttion it will be covered with sand and
gravel. This is an unique way of build-
ing a tunnel, aud, to the ordinary person,
would seem an impossibility, but the en-
gineers who conceived the plan are no
doubt sure of their ability to carry it out,
and the result will be watched with the
keenest interest by everybody whether
they are engineers or possessed of only
the ordinary minds of the laymen.
