SHOCKING DESTRUCTION OF LIFE— SAD SCENES
IN THE HOSPITAL AND BLEEWHFRE.

8t. Cloud, Minn., April 15.—When the
relief trains from St. Paul and Minneapolis
reached here last evening, the physicians
who came to the aid of the cyclone suf-
ferers, made & hurried survey of the work
they bad' to perform. At St. Benedict's
Hospital, where the wounded bad been
taken, a heartrending scene was encount«
ered. Twenty-eight wounded persons bave
been carried to the hospital, and men,
women and children lay in broken - heaps,
batbed in ‘théir own' blood, their faces
blackened and grimy,armsand legs broken,
scalps torn and bodies lacerated. At the
engine house which had” been converted
into a temporary wmorgue, s still more
dreadful picture was to be seen. Eighteen
lifeless bodies were stretched on the floor
in two rows, whilst amongst the dead,
gcanping their faces and wearing apparel

St. Clond is estimated at between $125,000

and $150,000. A report comes from Rice's

Station, about two miles off, that a house

in which & wedding was in progréss 'was

struck by the cyclone and twenty persons

killed, . The report is not verified, but it
is certain there was considerable loss of
life at Rice’s.

A DEATH DEALING OLOUD.

St, Cloud, Minn., April 15. —The city bas
been visited with'a calamity, the ghastly
details of which have never been equalled.
Each hour brings to light fresh evidences
of the terrible work of the elements. At
four o'clock yesterday afterncon a great
black mass rode over the hills south-west
of the ocity, and coming with terrible
velocity toward the western outskirts, The
clouds bung low, and rolled over and over,

and were accompsnied by a loud roaring
aod cracking sound, The cloud was fun-
nel-shaped, and the point dragged along
the gmnnd, lashing into atoms everything
that came in its psth,  The citizens bad
bardly time to flee to their cellars and
seek refuge before the air was filled with
fiying boards, shingles, brick and other
debiris that was strewn over the country
and piled in promiscuous heaps. It came
from the south-east and moved in a porth-
easterly direction until it reached the
river, where it followed the river banks
until it reached Sauk Rapids, where it
passed through the centre of the town,
The people were not warned of the danger
before it was upon ‘them.
