Pen Pictures of Prison.

Life in a penitentiary ! Few outside of 
those who have undergone its horrors know 
what it is like. The old method of punish­
ment, of solitary confinement in a dungeon 
««ill, iu darkness and in chains, has been 
superseded by a form of imprisonment, 
much less terrible outwardly, but the bet­
tering of the external condition of prisoners 
has not rendered confinement behind the 
bars anything that is no longer to be 
dreaded. A glimpse into the life of a prison 
will satisfy any one that it is a
DAILY ROUND OF WEARINESS AND SORROW.

We are in a central rotunda, or great 
open room, of a big prison, looking out 
from which, through a partition of heavy 
vertical bars, closely placed, we see rows 
upon rows of cell-doors, which like great 
t racks of swallow holes, raise tier above 
tier. The cells do not look out upon the 
«laylight, hut on the inside light of a corri­
dor, for each one constitutes a building in 
itself. They are empty now. The convicts 
are at work in the shops—the long plain, 
two-storied brick building that we may 
also see from the central rotunda, across an 
empty yard. In the narrow cell- are 
bunks, coarse blankets, plain bedding, a 
chair—perhaps a rocking-chair— and upon 
the thick, white-washed walls are almost 
always to be found knick-knacks and cheap 
colored pictures and advertisements, put up 
in a melancholy attempt to make things 
look “cheerful.”

Here is a very pathetic sight. It is the 
cell of a man of education and cultivation, 
who iu his eagerness to become quickly 
rich, became a forger, and now is a convict. 
He had in his youth learned to paint, and 
here is a canvas on a rude easel, up< n 
which he has been occupying his spare time 
in prison. It is a landscape, with a river 
bank, a copse of trees, a meadow, and be­
yond a village, with the church spire rising 
high. The man is producing from memory 
a long remembered scene in his boyhood 
and in a narrow cell of a great prison where 
nothing green or growing is to be seen, and 
where he lives among felons, he spends his 
time in picturing a landscape which hrrathte 
innocence and freedom..

THE CONVICT GARB.
But let us look at the convicts them­

selves. We find them in their workshops, 
with guards overlooking them. They aie 
iu a dress of dull, coarse cloth marked with 
stripes. Their caps and short jackets have 
a dismal jauntiness about them which their 
loose, strait trousers do not possess. These 
clothes bring the convicts down to a cer­
tain resemblance to a moth-miller or son.e 
grotesque or gigantic insect. They seem 
to reduce the man to his lowest terms, con­
cealing any beauty or grace his body may 
have, and rendering his appearance hateful 
to the man himself.

Nearly all the men have an air as if they 
despise these clothes and suffered within 
them. Besides being a badge of their serv­
itude and a mark of their crime, they have 
a distinct unpleasantness and even reptil- 
siveness of their own. Some of the men 
are c-t work at harness-making, some at 
cabinet-making, some at gilding ; the occu­
pations are various. Most of them appear 
listless and melancholy aud wot k in a dull, 
spiritless way. A few others work ne*» 
vously and hurriedly, as if they killed the 
time better in that way. But there is no 
cheerfulness in the work of either kind.
