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Phere ave some such libertics of a poctical nature.  Ene
thusiasts will make free.  Read the tollowing parts of Mo-
ravian hymns, upon their favourite subjects—wounds, nail-
prints, &e. 1—

“ [low bright appeareth the wonnd'sestar
In heaven’s firmament from far !
And round the happy places
Of the true Wound ¥ churceh here beluw,
In at cach window they shine so,
Dircetly on our faces,
Dear race of grace,
Sinyg thou hymns on
Four holes of erimson
And side piereed :
Bundle this of all the blessed.”

Again, on other favourite subjects :—

“What is now to children the deavest things here?
‘T'o be the Lumb's lambkins and ehickens most dear 5
Such lambkins are nourished with food which is best =
Such chickens sit safely and warm in the nest.”

And—

“ And when Satan at an hour

Comes our chickens to devour,

Let the children’s angels say,

‘These are Christ's chicks—go thy way.”

And there is a hymn to be found in the Gospel Magazine
for August, 1808, culled the Believer's Murriuge to Christ,
which cannot be repeated.

The elder Wesley had a clerk, who was a whig, like his
master, and a poet also, of a very original kind, % One
Sunday, immediately after sermon, he said, with an audible
voice, ¢ Let us sing, to the praise and glory of God, a hymn,
of my own composing.'” It was short and sweet, and run
thus s

King William is come home, come home,
King William home is come;

‘Therefore, let us together sing

‘The hymn that's call'd Te D'um.

NEWSPAPERS AMONG THE ROMANS,

It appears from Suetonius that a species of journal, or
newspaper, was first used among the Romans during the
government of Julius Casar, who ordered that the acts anc
harangues of the senators should be copied out and published,
as our parlizmentary debates are printed, for the benefit of
the public, at the present day. These publications were
called, in Rome, diurna acta, (vide Suctonium in vita Casu-
ris.) This practice was continued till the time of Augustus,
who discontinued it.—Vide Suctonium in vita Augusti.

The custom was, however, resumed in the reign of Tibe-
rius, and Tacitus mentions Junius Rusticus as the person
appointed by that prince to write out the “acta diurna.”

Fuit in Senatu Junius Rusticus, componendis patrum
uctix delectus a Cresare.— Tacit Annal. 1. 5, c. 4.

¢ There was in the senate one Junius Rusticus, who was
appointed by Casar to register the proceedings of that body.”

After this period, the acta communicated more extensive
infi ion, and d thep dings of the courts of
Jjustice, public assemblies, births, marriages, iuncrals, &c.,
and were in many respects extremely similar to our news-
papers. It is impossible to doubt this, from the very clear
manner in which Tacitu: speaks on this subject.—dAnnal,
b 13,¢c 81 :—

Nerone secundum, L. Pisone consulibus, pauca memorii
digna cventre, nisi cui libeat, laudandis fundumentis ct tra-
bibus, quis molem amphitheatri apud campum martis Civsar
exstruxerat, volumina imnplere; cum ox diguitate Populi

Romani repertum sit res illustres annalibus, talic diurnis
urbis actis mandure,

“In this year, (810) in the seeond consulate of Nero,
whose collesgue was Lo Piso, nothing oceurred worthy of
record, except an author would §ill his' volumes with a de-
seription of the foundations and pillars of an amphitheatre
which the emperor builtin the Catnpus Martius 5 but things
af this kind are fitter to be inserted in the duily papers of the:
city, than in annals where the dignity of the Roman people
allow nothing to be recorded but events of importance.”

“ Afterwards, the size of the city inereased with its for-
tunes 3 and with regard to the boundaries fised by Claudius,
they are casily ascertained, being recorded in the public
acta.”
