The evictions teck place within a radius of
some ten miles around the town of Kilrush
of all of which property the Vandelenrs and
Stadderta have been landlords and agents re-
spectively for generstioms, A curious and
novel alght It la to & atranger and particalarly
to sn Amerioen to see » whole regiment of
huasars, infantry,constabulary and emergency
men, comprisiog over a thousand men march-
lng over the ronds and highways of the farm-
ing districte of county Olare te evict a family
of littla children and old people eat of their
thatched cabins,

The battering ram or * Balfour's malden”
as It Is now happlly called, always acoompan-
fos this processlon of - evictions. The doors
of all thowe cabina are all so atoutly barricad-
ed that even the battering ram canmnot knook
them In, no they have to begin at the stone
wall near the door before they can force an
entranoe, and when they make a break in the
cabin, eut would come & spray ef (eupposed
te be) hot oatmeal water, and Sherlf Oroker,
(and he Is a corker) would be the firet to re-
osive 1t on his wicker sheild. Then he and
the conmtabulary would rush in and olub the
socupaats right and lefs and being then brula-
ed and bleeding, they wonld be taken hefore
COscll Rooke, the so-calied removable magi-
strate, who would plant himself on top of a
hedge wall and arrogate to himsalf the powers
of judge, cours and jury ; then one of the dis.
g¢riot inapectors of pollce, which is the same
as our oaptalos of polloe here, goee Shrough
the formality ef swearing out a snmmens for
these poer peeple beoanse 1t is a orime to re-
alst eviction In Ireland.

Father O'Mara, of Dysert, Interfored In be-
half of the poor girl, and Cecll Roche sold
him tha$ he wanted ne priests to Influence
him In the dlscharge of his duty, and were it
nos for Qal, Taurner, the divislonal maglstrate,
who was In sapreme command, Father O'Mara
would be hustled outside the boundary lises
of soldiers, by the orders of this same Roobe,
who would vent his splesn on these poor
viotims, wish his hat cocked on the side of
his head and nearly cevering his nose. Thay
would be handouffed to each other, young
and eld allke, and marched off ander military
esoort to the bridewell, as they call it, or
prison, In Kilrush, s diatance parhaps of seven
miles from where they were svioted.

On reauming the eviotions the next dsy,
the magistrates would not allow the priests
Inalde or near the grounds where they were
to continne the evictions; but the represen-
tatives of the London Times, the loyal patrie-
tlo union and their friends, wers sllowed in-
slde, while the poor Sogarth Aroons, were
crowded back about 500 yards frem the base
of eperatlons,

Father MoKonna, the patriotic cnrate of
Klltush, proteated against thls, but all in
valn, se did Sheehy, the M, P., but he recelv-
ed summary treatment.

Thousands of {amilies on thise Vandelenr

entate have been kept in suspenne for months
expecting any day to be evicted, and after
they would eviot one famlily, the parade and
show of calvary,battering-rams,dragoonas ete..
would take up thelr line ¢f march again and
go to some other hat perhapa nine milesaway.
One notable Incident oocurred during the
marchof the troops. The bell of the parish
obnroh of Kllrush wouald ring its funeral
sound and all the shops and atores wounld
have their shutters up, while the country
arcund wonld be black with people following
in the wake of this ghastly procession of
eviotora,
No one knew whose turn it would be next,
but when they did, smoke weuld be issuing
from the ochimney, a sureslgn that they were
preparing to give these dmergency men a
warm reception,befero they would surrender.
Theae emergency men are componed of broken
dewn soldlers, he sonm and black-legs from
the north of Ireland, who de the dirty work
of the aheriff and removables, and these are
the oreatures the high-toned officers and
buoky Highlanders of the British army are
supposed te protect in thelr nefarions work.
Ths oficers remarked to the reporters that
this wes not the kind of warfare that they
agreed to engage In when they got thelr com-
misslon, There In no donbt that that Is true
some {nstances.

The emer%enov-mnn who bgesed the work-
lngs of ¢ Balfonr's Malden’ would have
twelve of bis out-throats at each side of the
battering-ram wmallor-fashion, se that when
they were ready, he would say—''Back,away
with them |—Baok, away with them !"—buat
whether he meant away with the Irish or
away with the stones that fell at every thud
on the battering-ram the writer was at a loss
to disoover, but certain It Is one would not
like to see any of these emergency men on a
dark road,

Aftor they evioted Olearv’s family, they
razod the oabin to the ground, becaunse it was
s good subatantlal farm houss, slate roofed
and with three chlmneys, Thelr object in
demelishing the house completely, was so
that nobody could re-oocupy it agaln, This
was thelr polloy right stialght throngh, An
old tumbled.down hut, they would only ge
through the formality of evicting, but where
it wan a fine house they would tear It to the
ground, . :

When smoke wag 2cen lsaning frem a chim-
ney, these pirates would get a Jadder, cllmb
up and atuff the ohimney at the tep with
atraw, In order to sufficate and amoke the
tenants ent, but they world never bndge, un-
til compalled to by superior force.

Pat Magrath {s the hero of them all, he re-
slsted eviotion llke & tiger and feught a dezen
of them single-handed, uwatil overpewered by
the batts of their guns and blllets, He
snapped his handonfs,ne If they were made of.
twine, and he, psor fellow, Is now, and
been ever aince,in Kilkes jall for knooking ont

Thos, O'Conner, » photographer, of Limer-
lok, was present.and teok phetographs of all
the eyiatien soonee, and Profesvor Oromwell,
re-preduced them on his immenas canvas in

the eviotions they reslded in London,thelr re.
aldence in Kilrasth on the Klldysart road Is
caflad ¢ Kilynsh Honss” (ta the Yankee, one
woald suppese that these ¢ Housea" in Ire-
land wers hotela from thelr nonud).

But It seers Vandeleur
has returned & poorer, if not a wlser man,
and he had finally 1o snbmit to arbitestlon,
pro that the *f Plan of Campalgn” was
alter all suocesslol. .

It is o fact that thousands of American
dollars have gone into the coffers of this sawe
Vandeleur and his father before bim, to keep
the * welf” (agent Studdert) from she door.

Vandeleur s comsldered one of the small
landlords of Ireland, but he owns, or ia sap-
posed to own, miles upon miles of land in
Co. Clare.

Landlordiem has seen Ita best daye and
land is going beggiog to-day for a few shil-
lings an acre, thanks to Davitt, Parnell and
Wm. O'Brien, and it surprised me to find
that the Land League agitation did not
begin » hundred years ago Initead of tep,
for no matter where you go In Ireland you
will see all the syldences of extrems wealth
and extreme poverty.

There Is the landlord’s house or mansion
nicely neatled alongslde of a hillside samong
trees, parks, hothoanses, drives, walke, rivers,
gerdens and sll eurrounded by a huge stous
wall and immediately outalde of thin wall is
his poor tenantry in abject squalor, want,
misery, poverty, and the hate and cabius
ready to fall with age and decsy, snd nota
farthing will he spend te improve the hovels
of his tenants, and yet this landlord (their
house-keeper informed me) will Invite gnests
frem London to vieit with them, for a month
or six weeks, thelr dexmesne in Ireland and
they with thelr liveried funkys will pass
through the wreok of & town which hs ealls hfs
estate. Thews elegant grounds and muneions
of the Iandlerd class may be found ali over
Ireland.

The housekeepers of thess mansions are all
Pioteatants and they will tell you that their
lordsklp or ladyshlp only lives a fow waeks
in irelsnd during the hunting season, and
some of them never come to Ireland at all.

Danraven, of Adare Manor, near Limerick
is another broken down landlord and he ls
trylng now %o recoup, it he thioks that hie
outser “Valkyrie" can whip onr American
yachts, He was wise some years ago in hedg-
ing off, as he then heard the crack of deom
for Irish Iandlords and purchased seme choice
and valaable lands In the state of Colorado.

The divisienal and removable magistrates
as well as the Inndlord class affect leggings,
jookey oaps and knlckerbockers,

Oa Sunday during the eviction $imes, some
of the officers In civillan dress and some of
the authoritles in command drove over from
Kilruah House te Moore's Hetel In Kilkee,
and after making a day of It, returned to the
hotel drunk. When asked to settle they dis-

uted thelr blll, kicked and squirmed, and

oally fought among themselves. Some of
theas officers **In Her Majesty's sérvice”
think they oan ride rough shod over the poor
peaple of Ireland, acd when they deff their
gorgeoun reglmentals, they look very *‘anlde”
and bum to aay the least. .

A ridiculeus and laughable sight may be
seen o Limerick daring the ** Monaver As-
sizes.” Crulse Hotel has spartments set
aslde for shem and no one dare to Intrade on
theae ¢* brilllant” exponents of the majesty of
British Jaw In Ireland. The jndges who at-
tend the olrouit must reside In a private
house unknown to anybody, and when poor
Judge Harrison (who ls a pure Milesian from
the out of his jib) snd his oolleagues come
along in a close carrisge, they are surrounded
by & osvaloade of dragoons, with drawn
swords, hugglng close to the window at elther
side of It, and outriders cantering along
George street with a bagler blowing his horn
ene hundred feet In advance,

This farce or otrous ir performed $wice
dally ip gelog to and from the court. The
heaviest case on the calendar was & kind of
an asaalt case where the fellow who was
kicked . waa trylng to recover dsmages from
the kicker,

When the poor judgea departed on their
way rejolcing to tresh fields, at the railway
statlon they had to pass through a file of
constabulary with presented armr, and even
on the the train they had an escort of police
too, just as it the poor people wers allowed
to carry arme, not to speak of being able to
purchase them.

There Is a popular fallacy amoeng some of
onr friends that Ireland s yot over-populated,
I wos amazed while travelllng on the traln to
ohaerve that for miles over a beautiful farm-
ing reglon, not & sign of a house or habitation
could be seen.

I often heard it sald and even by lecturere,
that Ireland was overria by beggare. We
failed to find any except In the wilde of Con-
nemara and Glengarriff and these were lttle
chlldren whe would sak for “a penny to bay
a book,” In the citles you will find some
‘beggars the same az you will in any oity In
Earope. -

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ONTARID'S FRENCH SCHOOLS

A Disposition Among the People
to Learn English,

Both Languages Tauzht—Recommendations
to Bring About Improvements in Beoks
and Teachers,

ToroxT0, August 28 —The report of the
Oatario commission to sudy the French school
question has been Iseued. It is a lengthy
cdoonmens, but fo the maln adde l{ttle tha: is
absolutely new to the known facts of the caze.
Roeferring to the text books used, the comms-
sioners say it does not appear that this con-
tinged use of French text-bocks arises from
» desire on thejpart of the French te excluds
the English language from the achools, We
conversed with all clamas of tbe French
pecple, and they invariably expreseed them-
selves not only ay willing but as desirous that
their children should learn the Englith lan-
guage. They are alvo desirons that they
ahall learn to read and write fn French—thelr
mother tongue,

French speaking teachers ars usually em-
ployed in schools whers the majority of she
pupils are French, and although four Eoglizh
speaking teachers are employed In such
schoole, yet these teachers speak French
fluently.

The Board of Examinera for Prescott and
Russell in.ues distrior certificates, valid for
the schoole in sectioms where French is the
prevaillng language. An examinationis held
on questions prepared by the hoard and is
oondacted parily In Eaglish and partly in
French. The inspectors informesd us that the
Eaglish portion of the examination had been
Increased by them from time to time, and
thelr printed circular, lssned In January last,
annonnces that for the present year the ex-
amination, except tha part which reafers to
the French language and literature, will be
oonducted wholly in English, The inapeot-
ors are thus trylng to raise the standard of
teachers in English, but¥in order to provide
teachers for the schoala they will donbtless
be obliged in many cases to acoopt a low de-
gree of qualification, Certaln it ls that many
teachers are now teaching on temporary certi-
ficates who could pass put a poor examination
In English.

HOW ENGLISH 1§ TAUGHT.

The commlissioners found, with reference
to the circalar issued by the Ednoation de-
partment in September, 1885, giviog general
directions {or teachers of English and French
achools,

Thst wome English Is tavght In every
school, . .

That the Oatarlo readers have been Intro-
duced into every achool.

That the pupila are usually well supplied
with Eagtisk resding books,

That in at least 12 echoola the work done
in English is much beyond the amount pre-
soribed.

Thas fn 24 schools more time Is given to
Eoglish than that presoribed In the olroular ;
in 6 the time preacribed lu glven, and {n 2§
lesn thau she time prescribed i given,]

That in very few schools has sufficient at-
tention been given te colloguial exercise,

At lesat 90 per cent, of the pupils reported
as not learning English were In ths firet
Frenoh reader, or had been recently pro-
moted o the second olass, Very few were
found in higher ciasses who were aot learn-
ing Eoglish. :

IN WESBTERN ONTARIO.

The oommissioners say among other
things : There are thirty achoolain Emex, in
which French Is taught, and many of them
ooitld scarcely be distingulshed from English
sohools. IG twelve achoole, English ia main-
ly the langusge of the =chaols ; In fourtesn,
French and English are taught about equally,
and In four, French Ia the language of the
aschoo}, she teaching in Eoglish belng limited
to reading and translation. Ol the thirty-
four Frenoh teachars employed in thess
schools, twenty-nine - could apeak English
with oconslderable fluenoy. The remsluing
five conld spesk a little English, but not
enough to enable them to give Instruotion
efficlently in this language, Six English.
speaking teachers were employed, and five
of thess were more or less qualified to give.
inatruotion In Frenoh, S

- In the township of Dover (Kent county)
there are Sve sohools In which' nearly all the
puplls ave French,  Six taschers are amploy-
ed, of whom three are Englith.and three ate

TN .

French. In thres schools little attention Is
given %o Freach, Eoglish belng the language
of the acheols,

In the township of Tiny (Simooe county)
there are three schools, In which the major-
ity of the puplla are French, snd theso are
taught by French-spsaking teachers, Another
acheol, in which about half the pupils are
French, is tanght by English-apeaking teach-
er, bat a Frenoh ssslstant s usually employ-
od, The teacher of the lsst mentioned ackool
hay a third-olaa certificate, The French
teachers have certificates granted in the pro-
vinoe of Quebeo, and made valld by the
Simooe County Board of Examiners, for the
schools {n which they are employed. The
French teacharsdo not speak Eoglish with
much fluenoy, and the knowledge of Eogliah
posssisad by their pupils le quite limited.
Some English, howsaver, ias tanght in all the
schools mad the pupils are well supplied with
the Ontarlo Readers.

Of the 97 schools inspected by ue, 24 are
supplied with a fall set of the anthorized
English text-books, 43 bave the full set of
Oatarlo Resders, or bave the I, II and III
books with ather authorized Eaglish text-
books ; 19 have I and IL books, and 11 bave
the I book only,

THE COMMISSIORERS' ADVICE.

To provide competent teschers of Eoglish
for the French rohoole, and to meet one of
the difiouities mentioned In this report we
have to recommend :

1. That a special school be established for
the training of Frenoch teachersinthe Kuglish
lapguage,

Tnis sachool should bs placed under teach:
ers who can speak both Eoglish and French,
and who are thoroughly competent to give In-
structions in these languagen.

It should provide the ordinary nom-pro-
fessional conrse,and shonld also furnish faclli-
$iea for professional tralning an given la coun-
ty modot schoels,

Candidates on completing their course {o
this aohoo] ahould be prepared to take she
regular exsmination in Eoglish presoribed for
teachers certificaten; and only those who have
passed such examimations should recelve
license to teaab,

2. That speclal institates be held for the
Immediate benefit of the teachers now em-
ployed in the French schools,

3. That the atiention of the temchers be
called at oncs to the neosesity of making
greater uss of the oral or Gonversational
method in teaching Eoglish.

4. That a bi-liognal serles of readers—
French and Eonglish—be provided for the
French achools in Ontarlo.

If thie were done parents would be saved
the expenss oi purchsalng two sets of books of
which many now complain.

The work of both teacher and pupll would

be simplified, and thers wounld be placed in |4

the hands of the puplls books that wounld ald
them materially in acquiring a knowledge of
both Iangusges,

Under competent teachars,with snoh books,
the pupil shonld, on completing the second
book, be sufficlently familiar with Ecglish to
enable him o receive instruotion in this lan.
guage In the varlous subjeots prescribed. We
reosgnize the difficulties inseparable from the
Introluction of another series of readers, but
we belleve they would be more than couater-
balanoed by the advantagss te be derived
therefrom,

5. That the use of unanthorized text-books
fo thase schools ba disoontinned,

6, That the attention of trustess and temch.
era be-oalled to the provislons of the law
governing religlons inatructien in public
schools, as there seems to be a general lack of
information on this eubject.
