FINAL ACT ADOPTED AT THE CONCLUSION 0F THE SECOND SV~0F THE PREPARATORY COMMITTEE 0F THE UNITED NA]CONFERENCE ON TRADE AND EMPLOYMENT

In accordance with the Resolution adopted at the First SessionPreparatory Conimittee of the United Nations Conference on Trade and lErment, established by the Eeonomjc and Social Council of the United Ný
on February 18, 1946,

Initiated negotiations between thieir representatives, at Geneva on April 10,directed to the substantial reduction of tariffs and other trade barriers a'the elimination of preferences, on a reciprocal an.d mutually advantageousThese negotiations have termiated -today and hav resulted -in the freof a General Agreement on Trffs and Tradft anid o f a Protocol of ProviýApplication, the texts of which are annexed hereto. These texts are 1
authentîeated.

The signature of this Final Act, or of the Protocol of Provisional APPlic!by any of the above-mentioned governments does not in any way ej
their freedom. of action at the United Nations Conference on rd
Employment..

This Final Act, including the texts of the General Agreemient on aif
Trade and of the Protocol of Provisional Application, wil be relea8ed b3Secretary-General of the United Nations for publication on November 18,
provided that the Protoool of Provisional Applioation shall have been sig)
November 15, 1947, on béhaif of ail -the countries named therein.
