CHAPTER 2

In'vitation and Admission to Administrative Conférenmces

1. (1) The provisions of paragraphs 1 to 6 of Chapti
above shall be applicable to administrative conferences.

(2) However, as regards extraordinary administra~
conferences, the time-limnit for the despatch of invitations]I
be reduced to six months.
