ARTICLE 1

1.During tic tenu of the present Agreement, an ovczall balance dhan b. aied
for with respect Io financil participation as weil as creative personnel,
teliican, perforniers, and faclities (studio and laboratory>, taking into
aco< li espectiv charactcrstics of ecd coimtry.

2. The competent autites of bot& count"e shld examine Utbemu of
Împlementatio of this Agreement as necessary i order to resolve any
diffiulties arising frein îts application. TheY s"a, as needed, recommezid
possible ameadmeats with a view to developing fim and video co-opezu in h
Uic best interests of both countrîes.

3. A Joint Commission la estblshed, to look after &ec implemation of this
Agrement. fIc Joint Commission shIl examine if tlus balance lias been
acleved aid, lu case of Uic contiry, shah detemine h Ui eaures deemed
necessary to establilli sucli a balance. A meeting of Uic Joui Commisio
shall take place as required and it shal meet alternntely in the two comitries.
Rt may be conveaed for extraordinary sessions at Uic request of one or bath
competent authoritme, partilary îa the case of major amendments to Uic
logilaton or Uic regulations governing Uic film, teleis and Vldeo industries
n cee counitry or thc other, or wlier application of this Agreement preents
senious difficulties. The Joint Commission shall meet w"ti six (6) months
fclowing lits convocation by one of the Parties.
