GEORGIAN BAY CANAL.

*Mr. LEMIEUX:

1. Has the Government received a copy of
the following resolution passed on Friday,
December 26, 1913, at 8 p.m., by the Ixecu-
tive Board of the Chambre de Commerce, of
Montreal?

Your commission has apprised itself of all
that has been said, written and made since
twenty years by the chamber and outside of
it on the Georgian Bay Canal question, since
fifty years, that this question has been before
the public, and, after deliberation, it recom-
mends the adoption of the following resolu-
tion. It also recommends that copies of this
resolution be forwarded to all public bodies,
commercial and municipal, in order to obtain
their help and adherence, and, thereby, assume
the success of energetical, powerful and deci-
sive pressure on the Government:

‘Whereas, the necessity of the construction
of Georgian Bay canal is now so well acknow-
ledged by all, that further arguments in its
favour are now useless;

2. Whereas, the federal Government has al-
ready obtained all the necessary information
as regards its possibility, its cost and the re-
sults which would be brought by the ful-
filling of this great national enterprise;

3. Whereas, the leaders of the different gov-
~ernments at Ottawa have declared themselves
in favour of the project;

4. Whereas, at its last session, the Govern-
ment announced that the canal would not be
built until a new commission be appointed
to ascertain the commercial results of the
scheme, which commission was to make a re-
port at the next session of parliament ;

Whereas, the session is now at hand, and
this commission has not yet been apvointed:

Be it resolved, that the Chambre de Com-
merce du district de Montreal re-iterates with
energy its demand on the federal government
for the construction of the A Georgian Bay
canal within the shortest delay, and assurances
of its building at the impending session.
