Sir EDWA1ID KEMP: They mus% be
quýalified as officers cf the active.' militia
before thoy are madle officers cf Ithe Cana-
dian E.-xpedýitiýonriary Force.

'bas had his recomimendations ýturned down,
with regard tb boys who wanted to go te
the Schools of Instruction.
