We aise
asked to have a 'closer supervision cf Cana-
dian grain Vihreugh eamports in Canada, but
we made ne meve towarda auipervising the
handuîing of C,%aan grain tbrougb the United
Sta'tes.

A large portasn cf aour grain is sipped ea'ch
year tbrough UJnited States 'ports, andi I sec
se reason why we shouilt trust the handiers
cf ouïr grain in the Unitied Staites more than
we do our own peaple in t1his couîntry. There-
fore I amn endeaivouîring ta have the house pase
a resoilution te compel closer cupervisien cf
Canadian *rain through Unaitedi S'tates chas-
nels and seaports. For that reasos I asic tihat
any exporter of grain in'Canada from other than
Casadian seaporta, deposit with the Board of
Grain C'oamissioners tes cents per bunhiel
in cash or by filling a bond, wb4ch amount
saI bu rebated whýen te grain 'las been
inspected wthile ioading at the United States
saport andi found tic be the expert standard
of the grade as dasignaited on the oertificaita
final.

Mr. GUTTIRIE: Inspected by wh'em et the
United States oeapont, mighit I asic?

Mîr. ROSS (Moose Jaw): That wou'd
have to bu set up by parliament or by the
Board of Grain Cernmissianers.

Mr. 'GIJTIRIE: Would it ha by a Casa-
dian representative eor hy a fareiga representa-
tiive?

Mr. ROSS (Moose Jaw): Necessarily by a
Canadian frepresentative, I wid Bay. We
shîp tii wheat out thrcugh United States
ports anti we de not foieow àt up te see
that pracotices thait bave 'been carrieti on ia the
Past ma Canada are nit, carriei on in thve
Undte;d States. Last yeair, while we were be-
fore the agriculture comanittee, navet-ai of the
inembers faces western Canada we're gatherisg
inforrmtion in regard Vo the export cf our
grain and I faund eut, by getting lato tout
withi certain imperters cf grain la the oit)
country, that practîcea cf mîixing must !have
beea carried on is som-e, of the United States
charnels. In order te safieguard aur Cana-
<lin certificaite final wbich carnies ar Cana-
dian grain thirough a United States port as
wall as threu«h a 'Canadien 'port, I wish - te
have aerord an inspection at the Uaited
States seapeat. Ia order theit tis may be
accomplished, I asic the Board cf Grain Coin-
nissioners, se as Vo force the inspection tere,
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to impose a penalty cf ten 'cents per bushël
cither in cash or by fihing a bond. There
are sot ýmaoy expoirtera cf grain froin Canada
and grain la exiported in large quantitios by
these expor'tera. Therefare I asc for thie filin«
of a bond is sosie cases.

Anather reaaon :for -tiht je thet one of the
exporters may âhi-p a cargo cf wbeat frein
Fort William te, Port Coiborne, but for sosie
measos he may wish te divert -ffat cargo front
Port Coîbornie te Buffalo. If in tnat case ha
bas filed iih the government, a bond heavy
anough througbout the sea>scn, 'ha cas report
te tlhe goverament and the bond cuvera a
cargo se diverted.

Durisg the investigation 'befiore the agri-
culture eemroittee, we feunti, for instance a
certain lowering -of grade was carried on la
different United Statea ports, which practice ae-
tually diverted grain through United States
ports inataad cf Canadian ports. In other words,
the restrictions we have here au tte handling
of grain is Canada to.-day and the supervision
that we have set up, really discniminaita
againat Casadias channels anti Canadias ports
in faveur *of United States cbanneis and
United States ports, Therefere I want bot
tanis of expert te bu Put upon the saine
'brais.

There is another angle te this reselutian.
It proposes that ail ýCanadias grain crossing
the Ainerican boundairy shall pay that penalty
cf 10 cents per buahel umtil such wheat is
exported eut cf as America eamport.

Mr. BENNETT: May I asic, have wa
power te do that, and is sot thia raally
puttiog as capot-t tax cf 10 cents a bushel on
grain?

Mr. ROSS (Moosa Jaw): No.

Mr. BENNETT: What, else is it?

Mr. ROSS (Moose Jajw): Lt is sot putting
as expert tax os grain, 'but it proposes te
provide a penalty te force the inspection cf
Canadias grain cressing the border te sec that
when it is flnally exportati it shal corne up
te the standard designated on the certificate
final. I inight ay fut-ther, is rely ta sny
hon. friand, that the adoption cf this rase-
lution by the heure as it now stands weuld
put an expert dnity on whaat rnilled is bond
in the Unitîed States, and I wculd ica te
kncw if my hon. 'friand bas any objection te
that.

The reseluties cails fer a rebata whan the
grain on inspection is found te be up te the
standard designated au the cartifleata final
when it passes eut cf as AmeTican seapent,
and it calîs for a rebate in ne ether case
