across Canada. About 60 per cent of these
farmers reply to the following question:
"'Wbat is the average sales value per acre
of occupied farm land in your district? In-
clude value of buildings in your calculations".
Sinece the averages derived from these surveys
tend to be above census levels, it is assumed
that our respondents are better than average
farmers. Consequently, the value of this series
is as an indicator of change rather than as
a measure of absolute level.
