I still say it would take too long to outline
the present agreement to the House at this time.

In view of the interest the Minister of Justice has
shown in respect of charges by the Federation of Sas-
katchewan Indians and Chiefs, will he assure the House
that he will consult with his colleague, the Minister of
Indian Affairs and Northern Development, to ensure that
the department of Indian affairs will not implement the
new departmental guidelines until adequate consultation
has been had with native leaders across Canada?

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister of Justice): Mr. Speaker,
obviously I will be having discussions with my colleague,
but the issue was raised by the delegation of Saskatche-
wan Indian chiefs with me as a person coming from
Saskatchewan, and not in my ministerial capacity.
