MR. YOUNG—ENACTEMENT OF SAFE DRINKING WATER ACT

Mr. Neil Young (Beaches): Mr. Speaker, I have the honour
to present a petition signed by approximately 5,000 residents
of the Province of Ontario who ask the House to provide a
remedy for the problem of toxic chemicals posing a serious
threat to the potable waters of this Province. They indicate
that presently there is no legislation to guarantee the safety
and healthfulness of those waters and that Canada’s neigh-
bour, the United States of America, has legislation entitled,
“The Safe Drinking Water Act, 1974”.

Wherefore we, the undersigned, humbly pray and call upon
Parliament to enact the safe drinking water Act which will
protect and enhance drinking water quality in all areas of
Canada. This petition was circulated under the auspices of
Pollution Probe.

MR. DOMM—INCREASES IN BELL CANADA RATES

Mr. Bill Domm (Peterborough): Mr. Speaker, I have the
honour to present a petition protesting increased Bell Canada
rates in townships in the northern part of Peterborough
County, namely the Townships of Smith, Dummer, Harvey
and Burleigh-Anstruther. These townships now have to effect
price increases, in some cases for telephones just across the
road, when dealing with municipalities of fewer than 3,000
people.

I humbly request the consideration of both the Minister of
Communications (Mr. Fox) and the House in reviewing the
petition to see if anything might be done to provide corrective
measures for the hundreds of constituents who are petitioning
the House in terms of increases in these extremely rural areas
of Peterborough County effective November 15.

Mr. Young: Mr. Speaker, it is my pleasure to introduce Bill
C-697, an Act to protect and enhance the quality of drinking
water in Canada. This Act would provide opportunities for
public involvement in the making of regulations to set max-
imum permissible levels for contaminants and other substances
in drinking water. It would also provide that it would be an
offence for the operator of a public water system to provide
water which contravenes the regulation or to fail to comply
with monitoring and notice requirements.
