The Hill bas the dubious distinc-
tion of possessing its very own source of air pollution. Through
you, Mr. Speaker, 1 would ask the powers that be to disallow
cbartered buses from idling their engines while parked between
the Centre Block and the West Block. Diesel fumes bang
everywhere in that area and fairly choke the people who work
on the Hill, as well as many tourists wbo have corne to meet
their representatives in Ottawa.

As Chairman of the Special Committee on Acid Rain and a
concerned citizen, 1 would remind Members that the nitrogen
oxides spewing from these beasts is a major contributor to acid
precipitation. Heavy duty vehicles contribute 12 per cent of the
NOx emissions in Canada. 1 have beard of Members of
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Parliament with offices in the West Block say tbey want the
bus engines turned off. We are tired of baving a paîl of pollu-
tion banging over our beads, and 1 encourage others to join us
in the figbt for dlean air.

WOMEN'S INTERNATIONAL PEACE CONFERENCE AFFIRMATION

Mrs. Sheila Finestone (Mount Royal): Mr. Speaker, 1 have
just returned from the Women's International Peace Confer-
ence in Halifax, and 1 would like to read into the record
excerpts from, their final affirmation:

We 350 women of the worid community, from 33 countries, affirm the

overwhelming need and desperate urgency for peace, which we believe is both the
process we live and the goal for which we work.

At this conférence, women from diverse racial, cultural. ethnic and political

backgrounds representing différent sidea of conflict areas. came togetlier as a

living example of women negotiating peace. Some of us compromisedi aur own

safety ta make this commitment. Although women's voices have flot been heard

and wamnen have flot participated equally in peace negotiations or in the
formulation of the institutions and the cultural fabric in which we live, we are
more than haîf the world's population-, we do have power, and we are shaping it

for peaceful living. We condemn militarism. It is an addiction that distorts
human development, causing world-wide poverty. starvation, pollution, repres-

sion, torture and death. Feeding this habit roba ail the worid's children and
future generations of their inheritance.

Wc ail live in the shadow of the threat of nuclear wsr. We demnand an end ta
research, testing, development, and deployment of aIl weapons of mass destruc-
tion, ta the militarization of space and ta aIl forma of violence. As a first step, we

caîl for a comprehensive test ban trety. We are cammitted ta acting globally,
nationally, locally and individually for peace. We will not compromise aur
commitment ta the survival and healing of tbis planet. We affirmi the right of
every human being ta live with dignity. equality. justice and joy.
