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From time to time eminent Imperal- 
j.3ta come to visit Canada, but the great 
difficulty is that when we learn of a pro­
posed visit the arrangements have been 
completed. For instance, on the first news 
paper notice of Lord Allenby1 s visit I 
immediately took up the question of a poss­
ible visit for him to London, but found 
that his itinerary had been completed. I 
thought that probably you would have a 
better knowledge of those likely to come to 
Canada than myself, and perhaps a foreword 
from you might enable us to get in an early 
application. Anything along this line 
that you can do would be very much appréciât- I 
ed.

We have asked the Governor-General 
to pay us a visit on the 1st July, and if 
that is not possible, we have requested 
that he pay a farewell visit to London and 
name his own date.
