Regarding the percentage of four failures out of thirteen officers sent here,
this may seem high, and I think 1% is too high: bdut I repeat that I do not
think the distractions of Montreal heve had much to do with it.

As regards the C.0.7.C. itmelf, in comparing our results
here with those of other wmiversities, I would ask yok teo remember that at
Saskaichevan and Toronte very comsideradle educations]l eredits are given for
sugcess im the C.0.7.0. exanminationss whereas at MeGill sll that is sllewed
is a small credit in the Faculty of Engineering, and that ie only allowed in
¢ertain ceases. I presume that the large mumber &t the University of Alberta
is due to the fact that physical trainimg is compulsory at that imstitution.
In any comparison of numbers between UcCill and Toromto it must also bde borne
in mind thatvihe mmber of male students at the latter uaiversity is very
mach larger, leGill having only about two thousand mele students in Homtreal,
scattered over a wide area. These are, of course, metiers with which you are
yourself familiar, and I see no need for going into detail.

The C.0.T.C. has had a hsrd struggle against comsiderable
diffienliies. %e have no Drill EHall, nor can I see any possibility of having
one until a Gymmasium iz provided. Nothing but 2 good deal of devotiom amd
enthusiasm on the part of the officers has kept the Corps going. Colonel
Buchanan, present comwpnding officer, is very enthusiastic and very devoted,
while the members of the commitiee are always resdy to help him. Fe may
have made same mislekes, bat I de not think enyome could have dome more to
improve conditicns amd smake the Corps sttractive. I ounly wish you bad had ap
opportunity of visiting their Mess and noting whet is being done to creste an
"esprit de corps”. The Committee is now studying the guestion of training
and endsavouring to ascertain whether sny more sstisfuctory s¥stem cen be
provided. It may be thet the handicap umder which these young men are working
can be reduced, and I sssure you that, im the moantime, nothing is being left
undone which might encourage and sgsist them.

in the last resort the Corps, like every other MeGill
inetiiution. must stand on fts own feet end retain the rogard of the student
body without pressure from anmy higher authority. Whether it does this or not
depends very largely on the spirit permesting the C.0.T.C. as a whole.
