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This symbol may be improved to impress upon

the mind of every Companion, the importance of those

secrets which have been transmitted through thirty cen-

turies, amidst bitter persecutions, for the benefit of the

sons of Light. As we have thus received them, untar-

nished by the touch of profane curiosity, and unimpaired

by the revolutions of time and empires, let us deliver

them, in all their purity and perfection, to succeeding

brethren, confident that they will never be divulged to

such as are unworthy.
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
