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admission will be awarded on the municipality bacoming responsible for

board, in accordance with terms stated in section 6. The whole question

in respect to the inability of the applicants to pay, to be determined by

such municipality, witho'it reference to the Government or the officers

of the institution.

VIIL Parents, guardians, or friends, who are able to pay for the board

of pupils, will make direct application to the Principal for admission

into the institution.

IX. Indigent orphans to be boarded, clothed and educated at the ex-

pense of the Government, on the application for admission of the muni-

cipal corporation in which the orphan resides, with the cetificate of the

wardei-, reeve, or mayor, and the county judge, attached. Travelling

expenses of such pupils, to and from the institution, to be defrayed by

such municipality.

X. Pupils from the other Provinces of the Dominion shall be received

into the institution, and entitled to all its benefits at the rate of $125

per annum, payable semi-annually in advance, for board, lodging r.nd

education.

XI. It is required that the pupils sent to the institution shall be de-

cently and comfortably clothed, and furnished with a sufficient change

and variety of apparel to ensure cleanliness and comfort. jTlie name of the

boy or girl must be written on each article withpermanent marking ink.

XII. The vacation will commence on tlie last Wednesday in June,

and end on the first Wednesday in September, during which time every

pupil must be removed to his or her home or place of abode.

XIII. All travelling expenses of pupils to or from the Institution,

whether at vacation, or in consequence of serious sickness, must be

defrayed by the parent, guardian, friend or municipality sending such

pupil.

XIV. It is further required, that in case of serious sickness, death,

misconduct, or deficiency in iotellect, that the pupil shall at once be

removed from the Institution.

XV. In the case of each pupil entering the Institution, it is desirable

to obtain written answers to the following questions. Particular atten-

tion to this subject is requested :—
