10. The r*n fronts over the trougba should be hinged at the top to a 3 x 6 inch head-
fa. ard open ir.wBid into the pen to fascilitate feeding. Two amall iron atopa on the ouUide
will Prfv.nt the doer ficm coming out Into the paaeaga, and a aliding bolt at the bottom o>
the ouUldethaU secure lie door when cloaed. Grod. heavy home-made hinges, ao made that
(be pigs car.not not ether the dooia or the frontj out of poaiUon. will be found very aatie-
factcry. '

11. Al! doers Ehculd have cement sills. The walla shall be checked out so that the
dcors are cnly a ftw inches above the fl< or level. There might be provided in each pen
vertically sliding d<(r to allow the pija acceea to the yard. A cord running over a puller
•crota the pen to the wfMgewsy allows e«ee in controlling this door.

12. Cement troughs will he found chaopeet and most durable.
13. Tlie v<rtiluticn tlould consist of a fresh air Intake for each pen, and foul air ont-

r^ets If adirg fr< m the ceilng of the piggery to the peak of the roof. A hood or cup^a should
be eorstructfd over the end of each foul air ventilator on the roef.

14. A two-flue chimney extending from the floor level to a height approximately 6 inchea
hljler than the peak of the rocf wiU }m found very aatisfactory. The advantage of having
the two flues ia that a hoed may be provided over the feed cocker, from the top of which
collapsible sections of piping leading to the extra flue will draw off aU steam frrm the piggery,
thus allowing much drier walls and fcette* ventilation. It will be noticed that the feed room
ia comparatively large. Int ia well fitted with a fiexl cooker and. if desired, feed bins. There
is sufficient room for a set of scales, if so desired. This rocm may be uaed conveniently aa a
•laughter ro( m for the farm.

15. The outside of the piggery should be given two coata of paint. This might b«
«DnBJ 'ered extravagant by many farmert who do not realise the keeping properties of paint
«r appreciate the attractiveneee of a well painted building, which is one of the best adver-
tiifments of a prosperous faimer. Well painted buildinga add very materially to the aala
value of any faim and always prove an excellent bveatmeat. The interior of the piggery
Kay be painted or whitewraehed when necearory.

16. Two lines of litter carriers over the centre of the pena, inatalled in auch a iMggery,
will be found a cheap investment in order to keep a aanitary. clean buildiL '.

17. Special care thould t« taken in grading the floors of the pena and grooving theaa
toora and fassages as per plans, to facilitate proper drainage.
