The hot weather evidently stunt-
ed ;the straw and the blight aceelerdted
the ruln, and the offshoots, In some
cages four or flve in number, weakened
the stalk, with the result that a num-
bef of small stalks have shot in some
flelds from a foot to eighteen inches
in ‘height. Over all the oat flelds is
