' Miavoe of Railways in United States

During One Year,

Washington, D.C., Oct. 23, —~During
the twelve months ended June 10, 1905,
886 persons were killed and 13,783 in-
jured in railroad accidents, according
to a report of the inter-state commerce
commission issued to-day.

Comparison with 1904 shows an in-
crease of 11 killed and 4123 injured
among passengers and employes.

There were 2121 collisions, and 1535
derallments, of which 163 collisions and
168 derailments affected passenger
trains. The damage to cars, engines
and roadway by these accidents
amounted to $2,410,671.

. Montreal, Oct, 23.—(Special.)—“I have
often asked myself why we people of
Quebec cannot cast off our partisan
feeling and Imitate tHe English-speak-
ing provinces, especially when ques-
tions of vital interest to the country
are being discussed.”

This {s what the minister of marine
and fisheries had to say to-day after
his trip to the lower provinces. Hon.
Raymond Prefontaine said the most
interesting spot visited was Sable
Island, and he returns delighted at the
splendid results obtained by the Mar-
coni sigpal station on that island, al-
tho it has only been established le¢gs
than a month,

“To give you an idea what can ke
done,” sald the minister of marine. "I
may say that I despatched a message
to Sir Wilfrid Laurier at 11 o'clock in
the gnornlng. and by 4 in the afternoon
1 had the prime minister’s reply in my
hand. There 1 was, away out in the
ocean, on what has been called the
Graveyard of the Atlantic, and yet was
enabled to communicate with®the seat
of government quite as well as if I bad
landed at some point on the coast. I
am informed that they recelve from 80
to 100 messages a day. They com-
municate with Camperdown, near
Halifax. There is not an American
liner passing a hundred miles away
that does not communicate with Sable
Island.”
