There were only two international bat­
tles of any note In thle country, Dixon 
losing one on a questionable decision and 
Jack Daly defeating Jem Curran of Eng­
land.

Across the ocean American boxers fared 
better. Dobbs, Spike Sullivan, Elms, Gor­
don, Pat Daly and Craig won ten contests. 
The English boxers, Jordan, Wright,White, 
Barrett and Driscoll received the award In 
six battles with American boxers, but none 
of the boxers that the Englishmen defeated 
sere better than second or third raters, 
while the American gained their victories 
over some of the leading pugilistic lights In 
England.

Tue boxers who did the most and best 
boxing In this country were Oscar Gardi­
ner, Joe Garry and Billy Smith. The for­
mer went into the ring twenty times last 
year and left it a winner fourteen times; 
twice he was adjudged a loser and four 
times no decisions were rendered or the re­
feree declared the bout a draw. Nearly all 
his bouts have been limited to from 15 to 
25 rounds, and he Is to-day regarded as the 
ngxt boxer to Dixon.

The “Omaha Kid" Is no novice, but not 
it* the latter part of last year did he force 
the sporting public to 
tton of his abilities, 
he was doing considerable boxing and win­
ning continually, but he went to New York 
and polished off Sammy Kelley, a 10 to 7 
favorite, so handily that he was regarded 
as a fit candidate to meet the champion. 
He was given the chance, but, like Dave 
610*11 van and others, who thought the little 
“iron man” had passed In all he had, he 
fell by—the wayside, but left a better Im­
pression tin the sports than any of the 
others who met Dixon. Taking Into con­
sideration the ract that Gardiner con go 
Into a ring strong at 112 pounds and has 
been boxing men pounds heavier than him­
self, one cannot help making 
that he is a great fighter, and 
likely to succeed Dixon os champion.

Cans did some fine boxing, winning 11 
battles and losing none. He also surprised 
the sports by his Improvement during the 
year. He was regarded as a good man the

ner the patrons of the sport saw In hint a 
dangerous rival to Kid Lavlgne. Hto de­
feat of Jack Daly strengthened the opin­
ion that Lavlgne has more reason to fear 
Cans than Spike Sullivan or F'rank Erne, 
the other hard customers who are waiting 
a chance to meet him. Many believe that 
Sullivan ls afraid to go Into a ring with 
G ans and 'Lavlgne, but “Speke’’ has good 
reasons for holding off for a while.

Billy Smith surprised the sports by the 
way he came bock Into form. With the 
exception of Tommy (Ryan, he did better 
work than any welter weight. His defeat 
o' Joe Walcott and George Green were the 
notable victories in his year’s work. Kid 
McCoy, F’rank Erne, George Byers, Bobby 
Dobbs and Tom Sharkey are other boxqrs 
w ho have shown Improvement.
