The re-
maining 370 pounds was at once confiseat-
ed. There was a 7 vy of 10 cents a pound
owing on the B, pounds, but as the to-
baceo selzed was worth a good deal more
than the duty amounted to, the Govern-
ment does not loxe anything.

If the Johnson aad Oliver woman suc-
ceeded In smuggling into the United States
the 501 pounds of tobacco which was
stolen from bond, they.cleared up $1103.35,
there being a duty of $1.85 a pound on it
golng into that country.

GRAND TRUNK V. THOMPSON,

A Hamilton Contractor Has to Meet
a Case in Which G. P. Magann
Had a Part.

Montreal, March 24.—(Special)~The Grand
Trunk Rallway Company has taken an ac-
tion in warranty for $22,500 against Joseph
J. Thompson, contractor, of Hamilton, Ont.
The suit arises from that of George I'. Ma-
gann, contractor, of Toronto, fgnlnst the
company, for the same amount. Magann

alleges that he had some 75,000 tles around
Wiarton, Ont., which were apptopriated by
the company for its use and shipped on its
road. The company, by the action in war-
ranty, alleged in answer that ‘they had a
contract with Thompson, who was to supply
the quantity of ties mentioned, and that he
did so, and that they are not liable to Ma-
gann. 'The latter alleged that his trade
mark had been obliterated from the tles
when handed over to the company.
