Pretoria, Sept. 22.—Detalls have been Te

ceived here of the fight between Major
Gough and the Boers, in Which the British
were ambushed and lost heavily. The ¢oun-
try 1s rough and difficult. Major Gough,
with 180 mounted infantry, made a dashing
attack upon 200 Boers who were descending
a hill in front of the British. Six or eight
hundred Boers were ambushed on the Bri-
tish flanks and encompassed the capture
of the force with three guns. Twenty-five
of the Briish escaped. Major Gough and
Captain Craycraft effected their escape
later In the darkness. It is reported that
Commander-in-Chief Botha and Command-
ant Chris Botha were present. The sights
and breech blocks of the captured guns
were destroyed.

It is not certain at what point of the Natal
border they are aiming. If they attempt
to go thru Zululand they will probably get
imto a fight: with the natives, who are
triendly to the British.

It is beHeved by the British military au-
thorities that owing +¢o the diminished
npumbers of the Boers in the fleld it will
be comparatively easy for the English to
soncenfrate an overwhelming force at any
point on the shortest notice.

EIGHTEEN BOERS KILLED.

London, Sept. 25.—A most alarmist let-
ter from Cape Town is published to-day by
The Dally Express.
