WHAT THE MONROE DOCTRINE IS
New York Press: R. I. Plerson of
No. 1250 Fulton-street, Brooklyn, sug-
gests that in view of the ohvious
“jgnorance aimong many of just what
the Monroe Doctrine means,” The
‘Press might perform an “educational
act by briefly outlining the purport of
such document.” The Press had scarce-
Iy supposed this educational act neces-
gary except, perhaps, for the readers
and editors of yellow journals, until the
astonishing evidenceé was presented to
us of the absolute ignorance of & Unit-
States Senator concerning the Mon-
roe Doctrine, We refer, of course, to
Senator Teller, who “calling a halt” 1o
Great Britain und the German empire
in the Venezuelan matter, showed that
he had not the slightest conception
either of the purport of the Monroe
Doctrine or the application which al-
ways has been . made of the policy
which it enunctiates. We are moved,
therefore, not only to respond to Mr.
Pierson’s suggestion, but to thank him
for making it.

The Mofiroe Doctrine, of course, is
merely a part of one of the messages of
President Monroe to Congress, in which
he said: Lo

That the American continents are
henceforth not to be considered as
subjects for colonization by any .Euro-
pean power, -

That we should consider any attempt
to extend a European sovereignty on
this hemisphere, or to oppress or control
the destiny of any other independendi
American ‘nation as dangerous to our
peace and safety.

The policy of the United States, there-
fore, as set forth by President Monroe,
would be to prevent acts by European
powers anywhere in this hemisphere
threatening our ‘‘peace and safety.” No
other interpretation has ever been of-
fered or application made of the Mon-
roe Doctrine than in go far as our
“peace and safety” were threatened.
No other, we should say, until the age
of yellow journalism and Tellers. The
cpinfon of Daniel Webster has been
universally accepted as to the fact that
there must be absolute danger. That
celebrated opinion is:

It is not a slight injury, it is not
even a great inconvenience, that makes
out a case- There must be danger to
or danger, manifest or
imminent danger, to our essential
rights and our essential interests. Our
right to interfere in any such case Is
but the exercise of the right of reason-
able and necessary self-defence.

This government has always held
that the United States would not per-
mit colonization or seizure of inde-
pendent territory or permanent military
occupation of guch on this hemisphere
by European powers, as such acts
would be ‘“‘dangerous to our peace and
safety,” and our prevention of them
would be ‘reasonable and necessary
self-defence.” It has not held, nor
could it, that we could rightfully inter-
fere with a European power protect-
ing its subjects on'the American conti-
nents or exacting damages from them,
or maintaining existing rights and pow-
ers, tho in doing so they might sink

;ﬂeets, bombard forts and perform all

the acts of war—provided only they
took no steps and committed no acts
actually dangerous, as defined by Presi-
dent Monroe and Daniel Webster, to our
“peace and safety.”

Senator Teller and the gutter journals
have conceived that the Monroe Doc-
trine could be employed, or ought to
be employed, to protect South Ameri- |
can republics from being forced to pay ’)
their debts or to respect life and prop-|
erty, or apparently employed in any
other manner. But for eighty years the
policy of the United States concerning
European . interference in the Western
Hemisphere (that is, the Monroe Doc-
trine) has been clearly understood, and
the application of its principles has
been made with perfect and uniform
accuracy.
