and strengthen the men should she 
pull them thru the thundering surf.

As they began to come ashore one 
by one dropplne off the rigging they 
found Mrs. Becker up to her neck In 
the surf waiting to clutch them and 
drag them to the dry land. After they 
had all come aalidré she took them to 
the cottage and there nursed them to 
life again.

Mrs. Becker, OT all the gifts that 
were to be heaped upon her. accepted 
only a gold medal, which two of the 
crew sent her. She was offered to a 
day and expenses to go and visit the 
Queen, but she thought It right to re­
fuse. Shortly after this her husband 
died and she married Mr. Roarer.

She is seventy-five years of age, and 
Is still strong and in good health. Last 
Sunday evening she was present at the 
evening service of the Methollst 
Church of Oil City, where she Is stay­
ing with her sister, Mrs. Deo. The 
minister seeing her In the audience 
invited her up to the platform, and 
she made a few modest remarks, but 
took no credit for her brave deed of 
younger days.
