of a Japanese torpedo boat destroyer.

An official explanation of suppression
of Japanese report is that the admir-
alty is unwilling to unnecessarily
alarm the public by the circulation of
such ' statements entirely on the au-
thority of the enemy.

with considerable reserve.

The officials do not attempt to dis-
guise the seriousness of and the far-
reaching consequences which might
result from the loss of three of the
Port Arthur warships. but they pro-
fess to be more inclined to believe that
the vessels were lost in open fight ra-
ther than as the result of a torpedo at-
tack. Should this be the case, they
say, the Japanese could not have es-
caped without material loss and the
crippling of one or two of their battle-
ships, enough to assure the command’
of the sea to the Baltic squadron.

There is much speculation to-night
as to whether the Viadivostock squad-
ron might not have gone out and per-
haps be on the eve of joining the Port
Arthur fleét.

Makes Additional Demand Re-
garding Supply of Power if
City Takes Over Plant.

Kingston, June 26.—(Special.)—One
week ago the chief question. in dispute
between the city and the Kingston
Light, Heat and Power Company was
the guarantee of the $100,000 5 per
cent. bonds, which did not mature until
1917. The company wanted the city to
be responsible for the payment of the
interest; the city refused.

But lately the civic committee was
disposed to eonsent to this, especially as
bondsmen are secured by a mort-
gage on the plant, given them in 1894,
on the condition that the city got pos-

But with this concession on the city’s
part a new element tfook part in the
struggle—the Street Railway Company.
T'or the past 8ix years the Street Rail-
way Company has had a lease of the
Light, Heat and Power™ Company’s
plant, tho this has just terminated.
It happens that the railway owns a
controlling interest in the Light, Heat
and Power Company, and additional .
demands have been made regarding the
supplying ofspower to the railway after
the city takes over the plant, such as
would tie the city’s hands too much
for the future. -

There is a disposition on the part o_£
scme members of the Light, Heat ana
Power Company to hand over the works
at once and avoid further litigation,
and at a meeting of the company, to
be held on Monday, they will urge this
course.

1t is now three months since the by-
law to provide money to take over the
plant was passed by an overwhelming
majority, Three months of negotiaticns
and law court proceedings have not
succeeded in placing in the hands of
the people the plant that has been
awarded them; but this has in no wise
lessened their ardor to own and oper-
ate their own power plant and to fur-
nish one more example to Canada of
the great advantages of municipal own-
ership of public utilities.

On the elventh ballot in the .voting
at ‘Halifax to 1l the vacancy for the
Lishopric’ of Nova Scotia on Saturday,
Right Rev. Canon Cod; of Toronto was
unanimously selected. The result followed
a deadlcck on the tenth ballot between
Canon Cody of Toronto and Provost Mack-
lem of Trinity College. The name of Pro-
vost Macklem was then withdrawan.

Yesterday morning in St. Paul's church
Canon Cody told his congregation that he

‘would decline the proffered honor, and an-

nounced that this decision has been com-
municated to the gatiering at Halifax. He
felt that his work and his duty lay in con-
tinued connection with St. Paul's. The an-
nouncement was recelved with much evi-
dent satisfaction by the congregation, for
under Canon Cody's direction the caurch
has thrived marvelously well.

OUR FORESTS OVERRATED.

Yankee Professor Says They Are
Disappeinting in Character.

Bangor, Me., June 26.—Prof. Austin
Cary of the Yale School of Forestry,
in an interview here declared that the
timber resources of the Canadian for-
ests had been greatly overrated by the
Pominion government officials and oth-
ers. He has recently made an extended
tour of investigation thru the Cana-
dian forests, and says:

Contrary to the boast of the Can-
adians that _their country was
practically an inexhaustible supply
of timber, T find that the extent of
the Canadian forests has been
overestimated, and that the growth
of timber there, even in the North-
west, is nothing like what it has
been reported by Canadian author-
ities. Their forests are very disap-
pointing, both in extent and
character of the growth.
