on strike, indicating the names of 
any of them who appear to be 
directing the movement In whole or 
in part." 

SETTLEMENT IN SIGHT.
Buffalo, April 13.—The arrival 

here early today of Frank T. Haw­
ley of the Federal Mediation Board, 
and the calling of a meeting of rail­
roadmen at a city auditorium for 
tomorrow, were the basis for rum­
ors of an impending offer from the 
railroads that might pave the way 
to a settlement of the country-wide 
strike of railroadmen.

The meeting was called by the 
officers of the Switchmen’s Union. 
At their national headquarters. It 
was denied that there would be any 
step toward recognition of the 
Yardmen’s Association, but it was 
said strikers would be Invited to 
attend.

At the railroad offices the gen­
eral situation as to the freight traf­
fic was reported unchanged. About 
10 per cent of the normal freight 
cars was being moved by emergency 
engines and yard crews. A number 
of large industrial plants curtailed 
operations today because of lack ef 
fuel and eupplles.

TANKS AND ARMORED 
DARS ARE SENT TO 
MOUNTJOY PRISON

Dublin, April 13.—The general strike 
declared in Ireland in protest over the 
treatment of the political prisoners, 
who are on a hunger strike in Mount- 
joy prison here, went into effect today.

The crowd which had assembled out- 
side the prison edifice grew as the day! 
wore on until it comprised 2,000 persons, 
among whom threatening demonstra-; 
tions occurred. The authorities thought 
it necessary to augment the defences,! 
and three tanks and several armored; 
cars, with a. large force of police and 
-military, were stationed about the 
structure.

It was announced that the strike, 
which originally was intended as a one- 
day celebration, would continue until 
the prisoners were released.

All the shops, public houses and! 
restaurants of Dublin are closed and/ 
the hotel staffs quit. No train cars 
or trains are running, except a few1 
on the Great Northern Ireland Rail-: 
way. The Punchestown races have! 
been postponed until tomorrow.j

SOUTH CAROLINA

EAMON DE VALERA Warsaw, April 13.—A pronounced vic­
tory for the Poles over the Bolsheviki 
on the southeastern front was reported 
by the general staff today. After sev­
eral days fighting, a Bolshevik division 
was put to flight and more than a. score 
of machine guns, with much booty, 
were captured by the Poles.

The general staff communique read:
"The battle which lasted for several 

days in Podolia has ended in a vic­
tory for us. The 41st soviet division 
was obliged to retreat precipitately. 
The booty includes four cannon. 21 
machine guns, and much war material."
