POWER IT FORT FRINGES 
I PROBLEM IN POLITICS

.

Application For Export of Electricity 
Made at Ottawa Dependent en 

Ontario’s Acquiescence.

OTTAWA, May 22.—(Special.)—In 
1805 and 1905 the Ontario and Minne­
sota Power Company obtained certain 
concessions from the provincial gov-, 
eminent of Ontario to construct power 
works on the Rainy River at Fort 
Frances. The company then made 
application to the parliament of Can­
ada if or additional powers/ ae the 
river Is a navigable stream and a 
portion of the international boundary.

In this application the company 
asked that all the powers they need­
ed be declared "for the general ad­
vantage of Canada," but James Con- 
mee, M.P., stoutly resisted tills de­
claration, and it was not adopted. The 
company is therefore partly under 
provincial and partly under federal 
jurisdiction. The company, thru E. 
W, Backus, who promoted the under­
taking, is asking for the privilege of 
exporting power to the United States 
to almost the total capacity of that 
developed, ln this he is being op­
posed by the municipality of Fort 
Frances and James C’onmee, M.P. 
This license has to be obtained from 
the Dominion Government, and in this 
case, owing to the double jurisdiction 
with the consent of the Government of 
the Province of Ontario.

Then and Now.
Mr. Backus is giving an illustration 

of how horses may be swamped cross­
ing a stream. During his application 
to parliament ln 1905, Hon. S. H. 
Blake, K.C., fought for the Town of 
Fort Frances and provincial rights 
side by *ide with Mr. Conmee, and 
during the battle Mr. Blake had some­
thing to say in a letter to his clients 
regarding the "loud-mouthed" fellows 
who were applying for Dominion leg­
islation. Blake's firm 
lng for Mr: Backus, but Mr. Blake's 
letter has been taken from the 
archives at Fort Frances, and read 
before the Domifiion cabinet, 
fight is in full swing. Friday Mr. 
Backus and his several solicitors ap­
peared, and Saturday the solicitor and 
the mayor of Fort Frances and Mr. 
Conmee appeared for residents of that 
district and for the town.

The application before the Laurier 
government is for a license to per­
mit the company to export electricity, 
and by the Dominion Act of 1905 deal­
ing with the company the export is 
to be regulated by the board of rail­
way commissioners for Canada. It 
has been pointed out that no license 
can be given unless by the consent of 
the provincial government, as that 
government has been dealing with the 
company, and one of the restrictions 
imposed on the company for provin­
cial concessions received was a regu­
lation to the above effect. The Do­
minion Government may override this, 
but it is not likely to do so.

A Split Over License
It Is understood Sir James P. Whit­

ney and Hon. Frank Cochrane are 
willing to consent to a license to ex­
port being granted. Against this in­
fluence, however Hon. Adam Beck Is 
determined that no export be allowed, 
and his friends point out that the 
energies of the opposition ln the house 
of commons as led by R. L. Borden 
are almost all expended on a defence 
and maintenance of Mr. Beck's power 
scheme. Nine-tenths of all the time 
of the M.P.’s who sit to the left of : 
the Speaker is devoted to Mr. Beck 
and hie policy. Mr. Beck is popular 
with them. R. L. Borden has done 
good work for Sir James Whitney 
and his government, and this Mr. 
Beck appreciates.

For want of something better Mr. 
Beck has furnished the opposition at 
Ottawa with its chief policy for years, 
and Mr. Beck's friends also claim for 
him the credit of being the father of 
the conservation commission.

When Way Will Be Easy.
So soon as Mr. Backus produces 

the consent of the Whitney govern­
ment to an application at Ottawa for 
a license to export power his position 
will be greatly strengthened. In the 
meantime leaves will be on the forest 
and foam on the Rainy River and 
elsewhere.
