WITHOUT PUBLIC'S HELP

The Week on Wall Street Shows
Further Bull Manipulation—
Gossip on Locals,

World Office,
Saturday, Sept. 10.

{he Wall-street movement has developed
fnto what may be termed a“bull market,
but certainly without the assistance of the
public. As noted before in these comments
the large market interests have decided up-
on obtaining the assistance of outside tra-
i gers, and are taking the only effective
method of securing it. egitimate reasons
for advancing prices have been discarded,
and gossip now contain;}nothlng more than
the statements that pools are working for
nigher prices. The testimony ‘of commis-
slon houses disproves the activity ascribed
to the market by the tape, and washing
must constitute a large pertentage of the
sales. Some interest has been taken in the
pndiﬂon of the corm crop, but the fact
that the prospects of the cereal are favora-

bly progressing cannot be said to have had
apy particular effect on quotations. More
attention has been paid to the industrial
section this week, and issues without in-
tringic worth have shown strength superlor
to someé of the standard rallroad ‘proposi-
tions. It is now definitely admitted that
the price of steel manufactures have been
cut to meet the slackening demand, but
against this it is alleged that the cuts have
stimulated business. After npearly two
years of frugality among customers this is
got improbable, but over against this must
De set the loss accruing from the lowered
uotations. Again, it is questionable whe-
er the present demand is 6f a permanent
character or one  ouly due to an actual
scarcity in commodities due to a forced cur-
tailment. The condition In“regard to the
steel industries applies with equa! force to
pther departments of business. On the so-
fution of this question will ultimately de-
gend the solidity “of the present market
asis. If business revival has taken place
there may be argument in favor of a sta-
ble stock market, otherwise a process of
discounting will have to be returned to.
In curfent statistics there is nothing which
warrants a statement that improvement is
taking place. Raflroad earnings are in-
lutﬂcleml(y changed from a year ago to
prove a Claim in either direction. Bank
clearings are still  below those of
comparative periods * =~ a year ago
and the government receipts do not testify
to a larger demand fof . commodities by
means of tariff collections. Optimistic
viéws prevail ji¥ respect to the cotton crop.
The estimate of a 12,000,000 bale output has
not yet been disturbed by “any untoward
event, and dividend paying railroad stocks
in the southern territory have a guarantee
ahead of them for another year. Why this,
however, should be construed into advanec-
ing the prices of some common issues which
have hitherto failed to show an earning
power and are as unlikely to do so in the
future is a query that, like a good many
others, Wall-street does not stop to explain.
#W'be government report on corn issued tos
day contains nothing that has not alread¥
reached the market. The knowledge thag
ithe crop is backward and in danger of frost
recludes any forecast from to-day's figures.

The length
of time that the distribution will take de-
cldes elosely the extent of rally that will |
take place. It is essential that confidence
be nailed by occasional proats, and sharp |
traders will take advantage in this neces-
sity. There is immediately no evidence of
waning manipulation. The trend of the
grangers to-day assumed that the govern-
ment crop report would be bullish, and such
recurring events will be taken due advan-
tage of. The only danger ahead of the
Wall-sfFeet financlers is that they have mis-
caledlated. T1f the outside cannot be ca-
qoled into buying securities and there is a
marked change in business conditions, the
splurge in valnes will nitimately have prov-
ed unprofitable.
