Boston Chamber of Commerce
Does Not want Lawson.

(Boston Transcript.)

The eight hundred members of the
Chamber of Commerce are manifesting
keen interest in the three coruered ,con-
test for the presidency of the Chamber,
which culminates at the annual meeting
on Tuesday next. When the time for
filing nomination papers' closed today
there had been placed in nomination
Henry M. Whitney, the present incumbent
Thomas W, Lawson, the stock operator,
and Frank Noyes, of the grain firm  of
Noyes & Colby. _

The older and more conservative mem-
bers of the Chamber do not doubt the
re-election of President Whitney. He has
done much for the Chamber of Commerce
in the past, and hls friends answer the
charge that he has committed the Cham-
ber to reciprocity by pointing to the
fact' that the Chamber has been on rec-
ord in its favor for eight years. While
President Whitney yery. likely would not
greatly desire a re-election under ordin-
ary circumstances, he ‘is not the man to

quit under compulsion,” and the opposi-|.

tion which has developed is just what
might be expected to arouse his comba-
tiveness.

‘The Lawson candidacy, déspite all that
has been written about it, is_not taken
seriously at the Chamber. It is freely
intimated that it originated as a joke,
and has thered such ~strength as it
possesses from an .element in the mem-
bershin. whose levity has heretofore found
expression in divers pleasantries on
Christmas and New Year’s eves. It will
be a surprise if Mr. Lawson develops
much actual strength at the polls Tues-
day.

Mr. Noyes's candidacy ' is taken with
such seriousncss' as.is due to the appear-
ance of a ‘‘dark horsge’. in any race. Per-
sonally above reproach, Mr. Noyes has
been the rallying point of -what may be
called the conservative opposition to
President Whitney. That such exists is
undoubtedly true, political and economic
differences being its basis. Its strength

|is difficult to estimate in advance, but it

is not, so little that President Whitney's
friends can afford . to trifle with it—at
least in advance. * '' ' ¢ .

THE DANGER OF
OVER-SPECULATION

Is Not so Gr—e_a_t as That of
- Crooked Speculation.

(Wall street Journal.)

Marshall’ Field can see no serious dan-
ger threatening the business of the Uni-
ted States in 1905, ‘‘unless it be the
danger of over-speculation,?’ like that
which developed in 1901 and 1902.

That is the only danger which other
observers of the situation ‘fear. Every
other prospect ahead is bright with prom-
ise of business activity. KEven the dis-
cussion of tariff revision, rate regulation
and corporation control should give com-
paratively little concern, at least so far
as this year is concerned. -

Why, then, it is fair to ask, should
there be this peril of over-speculation? Is
it not possible for those who control our
corporations, our banks and our financial
interests to keep speculation within rea-
sonable bounds? One of the advantages
urged for the concentration of financial
power that has taken place is that it
provides a breakwater against the ap-
proach of disaster, and that, by putting
supreme control in the hands of a few

men who are the great trustees of the
people’s wealth, these men are able to
regulate business, preventing wasteful
competition and doing away with many
abuses which exist in a condition of wide
diffusion of wealth.

This is all very well in theory, but in
practice it is not developéd in just that
way.
