It will be interesting: to sportsmen to
know that one of Australia’s leading rac-
ing men is in the city, says the Winnipeg
Free Press. This is Septimus Miller, who
has been for eleven years president of
the Victoria Racing club, Melbourne. As
in commerce, so in sport, Sydney joins is-
sue with Melbourne; and this club ranks
by the side of the premier club in New
South Wales,

Mr. Miller spoke interestingly about the
institution whose doings e comtrols.

“We give,” he said, “$250,000 every year.
in stakes 4t Fleming, which is our leading
racecourse. The highest stake is $25,000
pdded to which there is.a $150 sweep-
stake, I have owned a great many race
horses, but more in the line of steeple-
chase and hurdle horses. And I have won
our Grand National (hurdle race) on four
of five occasions, The improvements at
Fleming amount to over $1,000,000, and
English travellers have accounted it the
best in the wiordd. Speaking roughly, there
would be over $500,000 given away every
year in stakes for galloping events in Vic-
toria alone: Sydney gives an equal amount.

“A rule which I should like to see umi-
versal, is & practice we have adopted. If
a man is disqualified in Sydney, Victoria
or on any other course, the disqualifica-
tion is endorsed by all the other clubs;
and therefore evildoers have a badtime.
Even the Englich Jockey club acts upon
our disqualifications; and, so as to keep
aport as homest as possible, I should dike
further, to see America do likewise.”

For the sake of the public at
large, however, we may call attention to the
necessity of extreme precaution at the pres-
ent time in the matters of fires kindled any-
wihere that there is a possibility of their get-
ting a chance to spread. Other provinces are
providing us with warnings. New Brunswick
i® losing millions of doliars in the quantity of
her timber that is going up in smoke,
Quebee is not much behind, and though our
own province has met with no loss of seri-
ous import up to the present time, the
drought has reached a stage when only the
most careful management can save the for-
ests if a fire should break out. We would
therefore impress on our readers especially
in country districts the importance not only
of exercising the utmost care in lighting
fires in or mear the woods, but also in the
immediate and careful attention given to
quench any fire which may in seasons of
drought develop from natural causes which
must be combatted in order to preserve our
forests and in many cases our towns.
