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Engineer Weston Speaks of
Survey and Why it is
Made

The survey of the Meductic power
site, authorized by the provincial gov-
crnment ana being made by the en-
cineers of the New Brunswick Elec-
tric Power Commission, looking to
ihe possible development to supply
current to Fredericton and vicinity and
across to the Miramichi district, is
about two-thirds completed, S. R. Wes-
ton, chief ergineer of the Commission,
taid today.

Asked as to the need for expend-
ing a sum of $35,000 in a survey of
this site before deciding whether to
develop a power plant near the Med-
uctic rapids, Mr. Weston said:

“In the first place, this power site is
the second in magnitude in the Mari-
time Provinces. It is called the Meduc-

tic site simply because the only point|
nearby where potential power impresses ,
at the Meductic |
Rapids, where a considerable drop in!
As |

the lay observer is

the river produces ‘white water.
is generally known, the two essentials
of a water power site .are continuous
flow and a head or drop at some point
where it can be controlled and passed
through turbines. There is not suffi-
cient natural head at Meductic Rapids
to justify power development, but be-
tween Woodstock and Hawkshaw, in a
distance of 25 miles, the Saint John
River drops about 60 feet and for the
most of that distance has fairly high
banks.

DAM CONSTRUCTION.,

“The only wuy to develop a power
plant in this stretch of the river is to
build a dam at some point across the
river, backing up the water as far as
property damage considerations will
permit. The dam would create an ar-
tificial head concentrated at one point
in place of the natural drop in the
river over several miles of its length.

“There have been a few preliminary
reports made in the past with reference
to this site. These reports were pre-
pared primarily for the purpose of ob-
taining franchise for a power company
to develop on the river, and there is no
engineering report in existence contain-
ing sufficient accurate information upon
which to estimate the cost of a devel-
opment. - All these reports are avail-
abl to the commission, and upon, exam-
inction, we have found that one of
them was made in 1912 before any
stream gaugings were made near this
site. A very prominent engineer who
made this particular report recommend-
ed that before the matter could be pro-
ceeded with, the very work that we are
now doing would have to be carried

out.
SHOGOMOC RIVER.

“Another report made shortly after
was on. behalf of some local parties
who made application to the legisla-
ture for a charter to develop the site.
This mparticular report referred to a
possible dam site near the mouth of the
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Shogomoc River. Between this point
and the lowest point the commission
are now surveying there is a drop of
eight feet in the river, so that eight
feet of a probable average of 32 feet
would be lost, that is, 75 per cent. of
the potential power.

“Fifteen years ago a power site was
developed in the most obvious way
with very little attention to complete
utilization of all its potentialities. In
the light of the engineering advances
made in the last few years and con-
sidering the limited power possibilities
of this province, it weuld be folly_to
build a power plant without providing
for the full utilization of the site. ’I:he
Engineering staff of the Commission
were asked last spring to make a
rough estimate of the amount of pow-
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er at Meductic and the cost of devel-
oping same. The information to hand

was so meagre that the estimate of
power and the cost of developing
were little more than guess work and
the Commission was so advised: by its
Engineers. About two months ago
the Engineers were asked what it
would cost to thoroughly investigate
the site and report accurately thereon.
Realizing the importance of living
within appropriations, I myself was |
responsible for the statement to the |
commission that a thorough survey and !
I reliable report checked up by an auth-
otity in hydraulic development, would
‘(‘ost not over $35,000.

f TELLS OF WORK

“The work we are now doing at
Meductic includes complete topograph-
ical survey from the Pokiok Bridge
to a mile above Woodstock, covering
a 25 mile reach of the Saint John Riv-
er. From this survey is being made a

plan of the basin showing the con-
tours from the water line of the river |
up to an elevation slightly above very |
valuable properties at Woodstock that |
must not be flooded. Five foot con- |
tours are shown on this plan as well |
as all property lines. The purpose of |
this plan is that a dam of any height
deemed feasible may be laid out there-
on and the resulting flowage line plot-
ted the whole length of the pond. From
this same plan can be estimated the
land and property damages and this |
same plan will show to what height
the dem can be safely built with dis-
proportionate damages to lands, build-
ings, public works and other proper-
ty. Cross sections of the river must
be obtained at close intervals so that
the back water effect of the dam can
be estimated.

GRANITE LEDGE ;

“It is also necessary to select the |
most economical site for building a |
dam across the river, and the power
house which would, as a matter of
course, be adjacent thereto. If the
whole country were bare granite ledge
this would be a very simple matter !
but at some points no ledge is visible |
on either side of the river, and at no |
point below the mouth of the Shog-!
omoc which is about 6 miles above
Pokiok, is there any point where the
ledge is exposed on directly opposite
sides of the river. Consequently it is
necessary to select a point that indi-
cates that there may be ledge at a
reasonable depth.

“It then becomes necessary to make
borings down to the rock and into it
for a sufficient distance to determine
beyond doubt that it is something
more than boulders which are plente-
ous in this district. Having found a
reasonably practicable site for the
major works, it is impossible to esti-
mate the cost thereof without know-
ing the quantities of excavation, and
of masonry that will be required for
the works. These quantities in turn
cannot be determined without know-
ing the elevation of the bed rock upon
which - the structures must be  built.
It is for this very purpose that con-
siderable borings have been under-
taken,

RUN OFF RECORDS

“For the past six or seven years the
Dominion Water Powers Branch have
maintained a gauging station at
Hawkshaw and for this comparative-
ly short period run off records are
available for the river. This, however
is too short a period upon which to
estimate power potentialities, but
these records will serve as a basis of
comparison with other rivers that have
been gauged for a much longer per-
iod. There remains, however, a trem-
endous amount of calculations to be
made after a practicable head had
been determined in order to obtain
the amount of power available under
various conditions of stream flow and
of storage. A preliminary design must
also be made for the whole plant in
order to arrive at an estimate or the)
cost.

“In a projected work of this magni-
tude the engineers of the commission
would feel the necessity of having the
whole proposition carefully checked up
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ONUS SYSTEN

Uniform Rate Throughout
Workshops Is Estab-
lished

ONTREAL, Dec. 5—Aboli-

tion of the bonus or pre-
mium system in all shops of the
Canadian National Railways
with the payment from Dec. 8,
of an increase of two cents per
hour to employes thus affected,
was announced. in a statement
made public Saturday by S. ]
Hungerford, vice-president in
charge of operation.

In his statement Mr. Hungerford
states that following the amalgamation
of the various railways now.constitut-
ing the Canadian National Railways,
it was found after careful study of the
prevailing system of bonus granting,
that a uniform rate of pay for work-
ers in all shops throughout the Do-
monion would be more acceptable to the
men, as well as the company, and that
regardless of the size of the shop,.the
workers would be paid a straight
salary. Mr. Hungerford added that
while the old method of paying of
bonuses to employes in the larger
plants of the company who produc.ed
more than a fixed amount of equip-
ment was feasible, it was prachcall‘y
impossible to apply the same bas.ls
for smaller shops, and therefqre in
pursuance of the company’s decision, it
was decided to abolish the so-called
premium allowance and establish a
uniform rate of pay.

pared.”

MAYOR’S REPORT

facts culled from the report of the

town auditor, J. P. Atherton, C. A.:

“The sinking fund to retire water
and sewerage debentures maturing in
1941-'42-’45-°47 and amounting to $52,-
000, is already more than ample with
interest to retire these debentures in
full at maturity without any further
assessment for this purpose.

“The town has a credit balance in
the bank of $1,446.15, yith no out-
standing bills.

“During the past three years tax
bills have been sent out amounting to
over $58,000, of which $4,624 is out-
standing, a collection record of over
92 per cent.

“The water and sewerage depart-
ment of the town was placed on a self-
sustaining basis 18 months ago, and
out of a total- of $9,718 charged last
year for this purpose only $57.35 re-
mains uncollected.
