“He Can Ga Over and Above Them; Not Through Them,” Asserts
Lieut. Towers, Crack U. S. Navy Aviator

Hammonsport, N. Y., July 24—“Air-
holes? There are no such things!

“There are air geysers, and air cas-
~ades, but a hole in the air is exactly as
.mpossible a8 a hole in the water!”

So exclaimed Lieut. John H. Towers,
U. S. N., when I asked him what, beside
the air holes, would constitute the nav-
igational problems of the “America” in
her trans-Atlantic flight. :

“Once at sea, the ‘America’ will be
safer in the air than the ships will be
on the water beneath her!” he declared.

And Lieut. Towers proceeded to ex-
plain. There could be no higher auth-
ority than he, on the subject of over-
sea navigation. He is head of the Unit-
ed States naval flying school at Pensa-
cola, Fla., and the most expert birdman
in the government aviation corps.

He would doubtless have been the pilot
of the “America’ ’instead of Porte, had
Rodman Wanamaker not desired an
Englishman for the post.

“The so-called air holes” said Towers,
“are ascending or descending columns of
air. ‘Sometimes they are called ‘soft’
spots, but that term is just as erroneous
as ‘hole’ On the same level, the air is
always just as dense at one spot as an-
other, and must be so, because its own
pressure would fill up any ‘soft’
or ‘empty’ spot as soon as formed.

“But, over the land, there are rising
or falling currents in the air. They are
caused by differences in temperature of
neighboring areas of land. The earth

. warms up, under the sun faster than
water. Hence it heats the air above it,
and the warm air rises.

“Encountering such an air-geiser is
one of the worst perils of the over-land
flyer.

“An air-cascade is a similar peril.
Both tip the plane, and may cause it to
capsize ! ;

“But Porte will not meet one of them

“For the ocean temperature remains
uniform practically clear across, and the
air above is motionless. Crossing the
gulf stream Porte might encounter a
slight tendency to rising air currents,
but it will be very slight.

“The ‘America’ will fly steady as a
rock, all the way, 1 can guarantee.

“Of course there are horizontal air cur-
rents—winds and storms—to be feared.

“But we of the naval flying corps have
helped chart all the air currents for low
levels, and by the use of air charts, and
his own thorough knowledge of condi-
tions, Porte need have little of this fear
of storms.

“A good student of &louds, as he is,
can tell when a small local storm is ap-
proaching, and can actually steer around
it, or go over it!

“And should he be forced to drive
straight through a rain storm, he will
be protected by his cabin windows. The
greatest peril from a thunderstorm is the
lashing of your face by the rain, which
hits more cruelly than hail, when you
are going sixty miles an hour into it—
as 1 know from frequent experience.

“Our study and charting of the air
shows us that along the route which

Porte will follow there is at this season|,

a prevailing, strong, steady breeze from
the northwest.

“He will have this wind behind him,
and if he picks his day right, it ought to
add fifteen miles an hour to his speed,
till he approaches the Azores, when he
will encounter a head-wind which will
not seriously impede him however.

“In fact, it is only in the neighborhoad
of land, where air currents become
treacherous, because of the difference in
temperature between land and water,
that the ‘America’s’ birdmen will en-
counter danger.

“When people are sympathizing with
them, as being ‘lost’ in the terrifying
waste of mid-ocean, - they will really be
most at home and most safel”
