Columbus, O., May 22—A sweeping vic­

tory for ex-president Theodore Roosevelt 
for republican choice for the presidency 
and for Governor Harmon -for the demo­
cratic choioj, was the result of state-wide 
primaries held in Ohio yesterday.

One of Ohio's “favorite ones,” President 
Taft, lost in the contest. Returns early 
today show that ex-President Roosevelt 
secured at least thirty-two out of forty- 
two districts delegates to the republican 
national convention. On the democratic 
side. Governor Harmon has at least twen­
ty-eight of the forty-two delegates, while 
Governor Wilson of New Jersey, has 
eight. Harmon has a large lead.

With the probabilities that there may 
be an increase, as later returns come in, 
it is estimated that Roosevelt bee a plur­
ality of approximately 20,000 over Presi­
dent Taft in the popularity contest.

Taft has carried but three districts. 
There is a division in two in the presiden­
tial preference vote. Despite the fact that 
their names were not printed on the tick­
et, William J. Bryan and Champ Clark 
received scattered votes.

Complete returns from fifty-nine of the 
eighty-eight counties of the state, show 
that Roosevelt carried forty-five of them, 
and Taft fourteen. Of the fifty-nine Gov­
ernor Hannon carried the same number 
as Colonel Roosevelt, and in the fourteen 
counties carried by Wilson, Democrat, 
Taft, on the Republican ticket, failed to 
get one of them.
