particulars. This aetion Wwas partly due
to the faet that Alderman Kierstead, the
father of the report, was mot present at
the meeting and his 'e&ﬁ:‘aguep were not
in’a position to give detailed information
with regard to new points. With the view

/' 'of giving -Alderman. Potts an opportunity
‘®©f, introducing his, scheme of tax reform
his' name was added to the committee. It
was” explained that if Alderman Potts
found He could not endorse the system of
faxation proposed by the other members
of the committee he could ‘bring in a
“minority report setting forth his own ideas
apd’ the council would be given an oppor-
iAuinity of ruling on both. While no defin-
“ife time" was named, it is believed that
another meeting for the purpose of con-;
didering this question will not be called
for about a month or two.

The question of imposing a license on
teams was brought up at the meeting by
Alderman O. T. Jones and the matter was
referred to the bills and by-laws commit-
tee for consideration. Alderman Jones
complained that discrimination was shown
in the imposition of these licenses.

RAISES NEW POINT

In the Supreme Court Chambers yester-
day a very interesting point was raised
by Dr. W. B. Wallace on the interpreta-
tion of one of the sections of the new
Judicature Act. It rose in the case of Kath-
leen Johnson vs the Bathurst Lumber
Company. The plaintiff sued the defend-
ants for trespass, claiming that they had
removed sand from her beach. The de-
fendants denied the charge, but tendered
the plantiff $40 in settlement, which was
accepted. The plaintiff having received the
money which was within the jurisdiction of
the County Court sued for Supreme Court
costs. Dr. Wallace, who argued the case
for M’ Byrne, contended that under Order
65, rule 4, of the Judicature Act, unlike
the old practice, the pleadings were not
sufficient and if the plaintiff chose to come
under the section she must show grounds
