LEAPS TO FREIGHT TRAIN

Among the passengers from the city 
on one of the freight trains going out 
over the I. C. R. on Tuesday was a man 
who had become tired of working for 
the city without remuneration and de­
cided to leave for parts unknown.

William Delaney, who was arrested 
about a month ago on a charge of beg­
ging from travelers in the I. C. R. depot, 
was sentenced to serve six months in 
jail with hard labor. On last Tuesday 
he, with others, was at work in Delhi 
street in charge of Frank A. Bowes,
°t the guards. Delaney watched his 
chance, and when he thought he saw his 
way clear for an escape, bolted from the 
rest of the gang and started down the 
street on the double quick. Bowes, how­
ever, saw Delaney make the break and 
started in pursuit. He followed the fugi­
tive along Haymarket square and out 
Gilbert’s lane. Delaney, thinking of the 
result if he were caught, quickened his 
pace, but Bowes kept steadily increasing 
his speed until he was almost up to the 
fugitive.

They had reached the I. C. R. yard, 
and as luck would have it, a fast freight 
train was pulling out from the city. De­
laney made a desperate effort and suc­
ceeded in reaching the rear platform of 
the last car and, pulling Mmself aboard, 
waived a last farewell to the panting 
guard, wishing him a merry Christmas.
