The wedding was 
we most elaborate of any for years in 
Sbwiston and was solemnized with much 
Wauty and many details at St Joseph’s 
(fourth in this city—the wedded pair 
after an elaborate lunch and amid the 
joyous good wishes of friends leaving the 
city for a wedding tonr.

The plaintiff is a daughter of Samuel 
Booth, Esq., an alderman of this city, 
and a very apt and capable young lady 
with very many friends ‘among all who 
knew her. It is said that the love at­
tachment between herself and Mr. Wise­
man dates back a number of years when 
the respondent was a clerk in l& drug 
store on a salary, ^and she was the 
daughter of a prosperous grocer and 
politician and supposed to be the 
heir of a neat property. She is 
also said by rumor to have been 
true to her lover through adversity in 
certain shapes and to have been of much 
help and assistance to him.

A HOSTILE FEELING A BOUSED 
AGAINST ENGLAND.

THE LITTLE EVIDENCE MERELY 
CIRCUMSTANTIAL.

Still in the Same Rut—Ne N#W Wit­
nesses to be Cnllefl.

Exciting Speeches During the Batlsnal
Fete, Received with Applause by the 

elans who Attack all British
Subject* Met in the Streets.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

New York, November 4.—Advices from 
Pyrt Spain to Ostober 4th sa> : the British 
Gtoiana boundary question still agitates 
the minds of the Venezuelans and the 
manner in which England had treated 
the subject is leading the people of the 
Republic to take hostile measures. Un­
able to interpret her patience the Vene­
zuelans are determined to force her hands 

upon the
British subjects residing in that country.

Quite recently a National fete was cele­
brated at El Callao in the Yuarwary 
district The principal orators, the lead­
ing men of the country, on this occasion 
deinonstated to a certainty how the coun­
try feels toward England. One of them, 
a government official, urged his hearers 
to fight against the English, as their fore­
fathers had done against the Spaniards 
to gain their liberty. He was hailed 
with deafening acclamations. The Eng­
lish and Germans were forbidden to at­
tend this meeting.

During the afternoon the Venezuelans 
went about the town of Callao, cutting 
and wounding the British subjects they 
met in the streets.

The governor did not attend the fete, 
and advised the Venezuelans to avoid in­
terfering with the English. The feeling 
in Trinidad is one of extreme hostility to 
Venezuela atd this cannot be wondered 
at, in view of all the circumstances, espe­
cially the thirty per cent differential 
duty levied hy the Republic on Trinida­
dian projects in violation of express trea­
ties.

Death of n Famous Mare once Owned 
by Waldo Pierce.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.
Augusta, Me., Nov. 4.—“Old Ink,” quite 

a famous mare in her day, was killed in 
Augusta the first of last week at the ad­
vanced age of 30 years. She was the 
property of Mr. W. H. Turner,of Augusta, 
but for several years past has been driv­
en by Major Chisam and the women 
folks cried at her death. She was form­
erly the property of Waldo Pierce, of 
Bangor winning a race in which such 
horses as Phil Sheridan, Gentle Annie 
and Mum were contestants, making a 
half mile in 114 and the mile in 2.36. 
Lon Morris offered $4000 for her. Mr. 
Turner has a three year old chestnut 
mart from her and sired by Nelson. 
The colt is a good one, the owner having 
refused $700 for her. Mr. C II Nelson is 
coming down to look at her but Mr. Tur­
ner will not let her go short of $1000 and 
if he don’t sell will place her in McFar­
land’s hands for training.

Sergt. Hastings testified that on the 
day of McDonald’s arrest he went to 
Barker’s establishment for the prisoner’s 
overcoat An hour or so elapsed from 
the time of going after the coat until I 
secured it Found nothing whatever in 
the pockets. On Monday or Tuesday I 
went in to see McDonald, and asked him 
if it was his coat He at first said it was 
his, and afterward said it was one he bor­
rowed afterwards asked me where I got the 
coat and who sent me to make inquiries. 
It was in consequence o what Macaulay 
said of the prisoner’s conversation with 
Howard Barker that I went after the 
coat.

To Mr. Stockton—McDonald did not 
tell me that Mr. Stockton had in­
structed him to answer no questions.

Dr. James T. Steeves, superintendent of 
the Provincial Lunatic Asylum, testified 
to the admission of McDonald into this 
institution and his discharge in July.
