Schttle, March 27—The Seattle Hockey
team annexed the highest honors in
hockey last might whea they mot and

When W. G. George made his world’s
professional mile record of 4.12 8-4 his
first two quarters were turned in 58 1-2
and 63 1-2 seconds respectively. Push-
ed every step of the way by Billie Cum-
mings, George ran his third and fourth
quarters in 65 8-4 and 65 seconds re-
spectively. Compare the quarters in the
George-Cummings duel on the Lillie
Bridge track—58 1-2, 63 1-2, 65 8-4 and
65—with the quarters in the Ray-Over-
ton duel in Madison Square Garden—
68 2-5, 68, 60 3-5 and 62, and the rea-
son why Ray did not smash the record
is apparent.

Remembering Ray’s two first quarters
of 68 2-5 and 68 seconds, consider the
first and second quarters made in other
famous mile races. When Tommy Con-
neff did his 4.15 8-5 mile at T'ravers Is-
land in 1895 his first two quarters were
59 and 63 seconds respectively, When
Tincler led Conneff home in 415 1-5,
in their memorable professional mile
match on old Worcester Oval in 1897,
George did his first quarter in 57 sec-
onds and his second in 68 1-5. In Ki-
viat’'s 4.15 8-5 race in 1912 Abel’s first
two quarters were run in 59 and 64 2-6
seconds respectively. ;

When Norman Taber made his world’s
amateur mile record of 4.12 3-4 the Brun-
onian turned his first quarter in 58 sec-
onds and his second in 67 seconds. Tab-
er’s record was made responsible by
slashing first and last quarters, his open-
ing quarter of 58 seconds being popped
by a last quarter of 59 8-5.

If the running had been made right
from the gun, as it should have been, in
the recent Overton-Ray duel, the win-
ner certainly would have come Home
under 4.15. Both runners have shown
themselves capable of it. When Over-
ton did his 4.16 over the boards at
Philadelphia he ran his first half in
2.09 4-5. A faster first half that ev-
ening would have resulted in faster time
than 4.16 being turned in,
