London, July 27.—Premier Asquith
made a statement
Aforocéo which fully “bears out the
description of the situation as one of
real anxiety. The position, the premier

said, had reached a point at which a
sclution must be found.

Mr. Asquith said Great Britain was
not a party to the conversations pro-
ceeding between France and Germany,
but earnestly and sincerely desired to
see them result in an arrangement
honorable and satisfactory to all par-
ties. He appealed to the House not to
seek to enter into the detalls of the
situation at the present moment.

The premier said the government had
thought it right from the beginning to
make it clear that following a satis-
factory settlement Great Britain must
become an active party to a discussion
of the situation.

The text of Premier Asquith’s state-
ment is in part as follows:

“It is obvious that this Moroccan
question has reached a point at which
it will become = increasingly difficult
and embarrassing unless a solution is
found. A too close analysis at the
present moment of the causes and an-
tecedents might provoke in more than
one quarter recriminations and retorts
which it is, on every ground, reason-
able to avoid.

“I propose, therefore, simply to state
to the House what the actual situation
is to-day.’

Queen
Mary had decided to accompany her
son, which is considered a great mis-
take. The Prince of Wales is now quite
old enough to allow him to go on visits
by himself, but the Queen believes in
keeping him entirely under her own in-
fluence. If.a match were arranged with
the Kaiser’s daughter it would be
popular here, where she created a very
pleasant impression.

Attitude of France.

Paris, July 27.—The deadlock between
France and Germany continues, but
France .expects that a way will be
found for peaceful solution. To this end
she is prepared to go to the limits of
conciliation, but cannot agree to evacu-
ate Morocco or hand over huge blocks
of African territory merely in return
for Germany’s reiterated assurance that
France will not be bothered in the fu-
ture in Morocco.

The international peace advocates
point out that the real danger of the
situation rests in the nations offending
Germany’s pride by driving her in a
corner from which she might strike in
anger.

Magistrate Exercises Discre-
tion and Declines to Try
Case Summarily

Fred Bullock, charged with attempt-

of warm weather will avert damage.
The past three days have been warm
all over Saskatchewan.

George Langley, M.P.P. for Red
Berry, a prominent grain grower, says
crops are sure to be nipped by frost,
however, before the harvest, which he
thinks will be late. Mantle, on the
contrary, believes the warm weather
will ripen the crop and it will be safe-
ly harvested.

Cutting Oats.

Winnipeg, July 27.—A farmer living
south ' of Morden is already busy cut-
ting  the first oat crop. The ears are
well * filled and should -average fifty
bushels: Wheat, which is rapidly ripen-
ing, is expected to go twenty-five.

The Hamlin, which is aperated by
Greer, Coyle & Co., left Hope ®n Mon-
day afternoon for Yale and the acci-
dent occurred- on Tuesday. To amake
headway against the boiling ‘current it
is necessary to “Hne” the vessel up the
bad places.

LOSES HIS LIFE

Vancouver Real Estate Agent
Drowned—His Partner
Rescued

Vancouver, B. C., July 27.—The life of
one young man, Reginald Charles, and
a second dnly saved within a moment’s
distance of death, was the toll claimed
yesterday by the sea at Jericho beach,
near the Country Club,

Mr. Charles, aceompanied by his bus-
iness partner, Mr., Gorlich, who had
been eamping for some time near the
scene of the tragedy, conducted a real
estate office at the corner of Tenth and
Alma streets.

They journeyed yesterday afternoon
about 3 o'clock to the beach, wheres
they plunged into the tempting waves
that cast themselves upon the flat,
sand-covered shore. They went out to
a sand bar and when.the tide began to
rise they found the water between them
and the beach had increased in deoth.
Neither was able to swim and as they
struggled frantically their eries of des-
peration attracted several men who
happened to be near.

Two of them plunged into the water
and while they succeeded in reaching
Mr. Gorlich, the water claimed the life
of young Charles. Since then the Point
QGrey police, aided by volunteers, have
gearched for the body, but without sue-
cess,
