Dominion Government will shortly place cruiser at Esquimalt as fishery protection vessel and

training ship for the Canadian navy.
the Apollo has not as heavy a battery 
as the Bristol, the guns are sufficiently 
near alike to afford good training for 
the men, and will be the best possible 
way of commencing the formation of 
the navy. The fact that the vessel will 
be used in the fisheries protection work 
will keep her at sea almost all the 
time, which will be a decided advan­
tage.

The cruiser will be much faster than 
any vessel that has hitherto been used 
in the fisheries protection service. It 
was planned to have a small steamer 
built especially for this work, but the 
move towards the establishment of a 
navy upset these plans. The govern­
ment were subject to some criticism 
locally for not. having-hurried forward 
the building of that vessel, but the 
present outcome indicates that they 
were looking farther ahead.
