$17,329,353, 'am increase of $1,328,872
over the same time last year. The ex-
penditure was $10,148,234, an increase of

about one million dollars over the same,

months in 1899 making a betterment in
the finances for the past quarter of over

| $300,000.

There was a substantial increase in the
revenue of every department of the ser-
vice for the current year. The expendi-
ture on the ordinary account leaves a
surplus of over $7,000,000.

The capital acconut expenditure in-
creased by $1,874,000 over the same
quarter in 1898. Deducting the ordinary
and capital expenditure from the revenue
there remains a surplus of $5,306,170 due
the current quarter. :
