—Tlie Ottawa correspondent of the 

Times wires to-day that the new ship­
ping bill before the Dominion House, 
making it easier for shipping masters to 
procure crews in Canada and obviating 
the necessity of going to Puget Sound 
for men, has passed. The advantages 
of the hill have already been pointed out 
in tlie Times. Some time ago the Esqui­
malt Liberal Association took the matter 
up, and in a petition to Ottawa repre­
sented local conditions as favorable to 
Americans, and recommended certain 
changes, such, for instance, as would 
make it optionable for shipping masters 
to visit the Sound for crews.
