Allwas a8 still as death for & min-
ute, when the dispatcher began to
call @————, the only office between
mine and Cowans; fully five minutes
he called him, using the signal « 23,
which means death, but still no an-
swer, and still the monotonous click
of the armature; presently he answer-
ed in -adazed, hurried manner, and
when asked about the engine, said it
bad passed there at a fearful rate of
speed at fourtéen ‘minutes past four,
with no person visible. :

ed, and snatching my order Iran to
the switch gate, about 150 feet, and
when I had unlocked and thrown the
rail ‘the roaring monster was only
about 100" feet away. I had my
watch in my hand, and stepped quick-
ly back ont of harm’s way, when at
exactly 20 minutes past 4 she went
over, and such an unearthly crash I
hope I may never see or hear again.
